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Notes of Floyd E. Taylor for Dec. 19, 2010 Teleconference Bible Study 
 

Understanding our Choice to Follow Him because He is Worthy: 
Tonight I want to briefly review the setting of Revelation 5 in regard to the compelling event we have in this Day of the Lord in regard to whether 
or not we will chose to walk in that way which will enable us to enable Him to bring forth His Kingdom on earth so that He receives blessing, honor, 
glory, and power.  It is a work that is our choice to accomplish, and the first step is to realize that we are truly not worthy.  I sincerely doubt that 
we, His church of this Day, believes that we are walking in darkness and that we are unworthy.  But, Jesus told us that these days will be just like 
it was in the days of Noah, and that means that there is an overwhelming problem on the earth that the Lord is going to address with the Words 
that are contained on that Scroll.  So, I would like us to consider the wording of Revelation 5 in regard to what purpose the Lord is taking the 
Scroll from the Father, as well as what condition that the world is in when He takes that Scroll.  We are going to quickly review several texts 
relating to the issue of the world in this Day, and then we will go back and look at the foundation to this problem in the events leading up to Noah’s 
flood. 
 Revelation 5:1-7 1And I saw in the right hand of Him who sat on the throne A SCROLL WRITTEN INSIDE AND ON THE BACK, 

SEALED WITH SEVEN SEALS. (Take note that the Seals meant that only the “AUTHORIZED” One could open the Scroll and read it.  
Here, they could not even look upon this Scroll without having the authority to do so.  So the 24 Elders did not have that authority.  His 
Words is alive; thus His Words are empowered Works.) 2Then I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, "Who is worthy to open 
the scroll and to loose its seals?"  3And no one in heaven or on the earth or under the earth was able to open the scroll, or to look at 
it.  4SO I WEPT MUCH, BECAUSE NO ONE WAS FOUND WORTHY TO OPEN AND READ THE SCROLL, OR TO LOOK AT IT.  
5But one of the elders said to me, "DO NOT WEEP. Behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, HAS PREVAILED TO 
OPEN the scroll and to loose its seven seals."  6And I looked, and behold, in the midst of the throne and of the four living creatures, 
and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as though it had been slain, HAVING SEVEN HORNS AND SEVEN EYES, which are the 
seven Spirits of God sent out into all the earth.  7Then He came and took the scroll out of the right hand of Him who sat on the throne. 

The 24 Elders sing a new song and they have the harp and the “Golden” Bowls full of incense that are the prayers of the saints: 
 Revelation 5:8-10 8Now when He had taken the scroll, THE FOUR LIVING CREATURES and THE TWENTY-FOUR ELDERS fell down 

before the Lamb, EACH HAVING A HARP, AND GOLDEN BOWLS FULL OF INCENSE, WHICH ARE THE PRAYERS OF THE 
SAINTS.  9And THEY SANG A NEW SONG, SAYING: "YOU ARE WORTHY TO TAKE THE SCROLL, AND TO OPEN ITS SEALS; 
FOR YOU WERE SLAIN, AND HAVE REDEEMED US TO GOD BY YOUR BLOOD OUT OF EVERY TRIBE AND TONGUE AND 
PEOPLE AND NATION, 10and HAVE MADE US KINGS AND PRIESTS TO OUR GOD; AND WE SHALL REIGN ON THE EARTH."   

The Authorities given by God to the Lamb are Revealed: 
 Revelation 5:11-14 11Then I looked, and I heard the voice of many angels around the throne, the living creatures, and the elders; and the 

number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands, 12saying with a loud voice: "Worthy is the Lamb who was 
slain to receive power and riches and wisdom, and strength and honor and glory and blessing!"  13And every creature which is in heaven and 
on the earth and under the earth and such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, I heard saying: "Blessing and honor and glory and 
power be to Him who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb, forever and ever!"  14Then the four living creatures said, "Amen!" And the 
twenty-four elders fell down and worshiped Him who lives forever and ever. 
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In Matthew 24:36-39 and in Luke 17:26-27 the Lord reveals that in this Time that we are in it is going to be like it was in the time of Noah’s flood.  
I would like to walk us through that event and look at some of the things in regard to what it was like in the days before Noah’s flood and why that 
is comparable to today.  But, I will first take you through a couple of events that occurred with Jacob so that we can see the kind of heart that is 
required of us in this very day.  It will help you to understand the failures of the people before the flood and the peoples of this day.  
Consider the Lord’s warning to us of this Day: 
 Matthew 24:36-39 36"But of that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels of heaven, but My Father only.  (We have 

reviewed this several Times.  This Prophetic Word of the Lord was fulfilled when the Words of God were caused to be received by the 
Father.  That occurred in April 2003.  That fulfilled this Prophesy because the Father is the Word and He is the Holy Spirit (1 John 5:7), 
also the Father is Light – 1 John 1:5, and the entrance of His Words dives the Light – Psalm 119:130.  Therefore when His Words are 
received was the time that this Prophetic Word was fulfilled.  That occurred in April 2003, and therefore we have come to this Time, for 
that is when the Father has made Himself known in the causing His Words to be received.)  37BUT AS THE DAYS OF NOAH WERE, SO 
ALSO WILL THE COMING OF THE SON OF MAN BE.  38FOR AS IN THE DAYS BEFORE THE FLOOD, THEY WERE EATING AND 
DRINKING, MARRYING AND GIVING IN MARRIAGE, UNTIL THE DAY THAT NOAH ENTERED THE ARK, 39AND DID NOT KNOW 
UNTIL THE FLOOD CAME AND TOOK THEM ALL AWAY, SO ALSO WILL THE COMING OF THE SON OF MAN BE.” 

 Luke 17:26-27 26“And as it was in the days of Noah, so it will be also in the days of the Son of Man: 27They ate, they drank, 
they married wives, they were given in marriage, UNTIL THE DAY THAT NOAH ENTERED THE ARK, AND THE FLOOD CAME 
AND DESTROYED THEM ALL.”  (The Lord warns in Hosea 4:6 that His people are destroyed for a lack of knowledge.  With knowledge you 
CAN enable this flood to cease!) 

Consider that the Scriptures clearly reveals to us that the Lord testifies of us that we of this Day are just like the people before Noah’s flood.  
We try not to believe that we have profaned His Name in the midst of all the nations, but if you consider that our knowledge has come from the 
people of Israel, and if you consider that in Luke 21:34-36 that He tells us that we will all be caught in the snare and not see His Day when it came, 
and if you consider that it is already the Midnight of His Day and no one is panicked for the punishment of the Night, then we can see that we are 
very much like the complacent people of Israel. 
 Ezekiel 36:23 And I will sanctify My great name, which has been profaned among the nations, which you have profaned in their midst; and 

the nations shall know that I am the Lord," says the Lord GOD, "when I am hallowed in you before their eyes. 
 Ezekiel 38:16 “You will come up against My people Israel like a cloud, to cover the land. It will be in the latter days that I will bring you 

against My land, so that the nations may know Me, when I am hallowed in you, O Gog, before their eyes." 
 Ezekiel 39:27 When I have brought them back from the peoples and gathered them out of their enemies' lands, and I am hallowed in them 

in the sight of many nations, 
 1 Thessalonians 5:1-3 1But concerning the times and the seasons, brethren, you have no need that I should write to you.  2For you 

yourselves know perfectly that the Day of the Lord so comes as a thief in the night.  3For when they say, “PEACE AND SAFETY!” 
THEN SUDDEN DESTRUCTION COMES UPON THEM, AS LABOR PAINS UPON A PREGNANT WOMAN.  AND THEY SHALL NOT 
ESCAPE.   

 Luke 14:23-24 23Then the master said to the servant, 'GO OUT INTO THE HIGHWAYS AND HEDGES, AND COMPEL THEM TO 
COME IN, THAT MY HOUSE MAY BE FILLED. 
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 2 Timothy 4:3-4 3For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they have 
itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers; 4and they will turn their ears away from the Truth, and be turned aside to fables. 

 2 Timothy 3:1-9 1But KNOW THIS that in the last days perilous times will come: 2For MEN WILL BE lovers of themselves, lovers of 
money, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, UNHOLY, 3unloving, unforgiving, slanderers, without self-
control, (Those churches who ignore the financial markets and the warning that we are facing bankruptcy, and yet they are going forward 
with building programs for youth centers, or any other “seemingly good” excuse, loading their congregations up with financial burdens in the 
times of an economic downturn and growing unemployment, are churches having no self-control,) BRUTAL (The One World Order is led by 
the most brutal people who have ever lived and people ignore their intentional destruction of the health of the people on earth and their 
deliberate establishment of unnecessary wars that are started for the intent of killing people and to bring forth the rape of wealth and 
the stealing of nations.), despisers of good, 4TRAITORS (There has never been a time before now that ALL the nations have leaders who 
have become traitors to their people, as the Lord testifies in Revelation 18:3-4 and Zechariah 14:1-2.), headstrong (Pastors will not accept 
the reproof of the Lord that the Pure Language has come and they did not even know the sign of the time of the beginning of the Day of 
the Lord, yet they will not accept their lack of knowledge.  These are headstrong men who do not know how to walk humbly in front of their 
God, so he will have to bring them to their knees because of their shame.  They need to consider the honor of the Way of the Japanese 
Samurai, for their pride will cause many to stumble in the Way.  In the Bible the Lord suggests that they should tie the millstone around 
their necks and jump into the Sea and they would have a chance at being resurrected at the Great White Throne Judgment,) haughty 
people (Consider the terrible haughtiness of the TV Stars, News Media foolish ones, and the Sports stars, government leaders, as well as 
the elite “pastors” who walk as entitled kings when they are walking totally lawless and are found disapproved in the Faith and unworthy 
before Him because they have not come to the knowledge of Truth and thus they have all denied His Power.  The shepherds of today match 
the priests and Pharisees of Jerusalem who crucified Jesus, for they have loved their positions and their wealth more than they desired to 
hear, to learn, and to teach His Words.  They are about to be cast out and yet they think that they are rich and in need of nothing, and 
they do not see that they are wretched, blind and naked.), lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, 5HAVING A FORM OF 
GODLINESS BUT DENYING ITS POWER.  AND FROM SUCH PEOPLE TURN AWAY!  6For of this sort are those who creep into 
households and make captives of gullible women loaded down with sins, led away by various lusts, 7always learning and never able to 
come to the knowledge of the Truth.  8Now as Jannes and Jambres resisted Moses, (These were the priests of the Pharaoh of Egypt) 
resisted Moses (Sent by God to reveal God’s message and things to come) so do these also resist the Truth: men of corrupt minds, 
DISAPPROVED CONCERNING THE FAITH: 9BUT THEY WILL PROGRESS NO FURTHER, FOR THEIR FOLLY WILL BE MANIFEST 
(Made evident) to all, as theirs also was. 

 Luke 13:31-35 31On that very day some Pharisees came, saying to Him, "Get out and depart from here, for Herod wants to kill You."  
32And He said to them, "Go, tell that fox, 'Behold, I cast out demons and perform cures today and tomorrow, and the third day I shall be 
perfected.'  33Nevertheless I must journey today, tomorrow, and the day following; for it cannot be that a prophet should perish outside of 
Jerusalem. 34"O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the one who kills the prophets and stones those who are sent to her! How often I wanted to gather 
your children together, as a hen gathers her brood under her wings, but you were not willing!  35SEE! YOUR HOUSE IS LEFT TO YOU 
DESOLATE; AND ASSUREDLY, I SAY TO YOU, YOU SHALL NOT SEE ME UNTIL THE TIME COMES WHEN YOU SAY, 
'BLESSED IS HE WHO COMES IN THE NAME OF THE LORD!'" 
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It is time for us to understand that the Light of the Night is here and it is going out on His Church.  We must see the Way of His Truth and come 
to His Light. 
 Isaiah 60:1-3 1Arise, shine; for your Light has come!  (The entrance of His Words gives Light – Psalm 119:130.  It is clear that the 

Appointed Time when the people will arise and receive His Words is not going to be until the Time when the Lord causes them to arise by 
compelling them to come and receive His Words that are Spirit and they are Life – per John 6:63 and Psalm 119:130.  In Matthew 24:20 
and Mark 13:18 it seems clear that the Appointed Time of the Compelling Event in going to be in the Winter.)  And the Glory of the Lord 
is risen upon you.  (This means the Promises for them to be caused to receive their salvation that has been gained for them by those who 
had done the Ways of His Words for them in times past has come.  It means that He will cause them to finally hear the Words of His 
Voice and they will be freed from their sins and come to His Light and to understanding.)  2FOR BEHOLD, THE DARKNESS SHALL 
COVER THE EARTH (This is the uniting of the nations under the 13 families – under Gog – and they shall bring forth their One World 
Order that is based on evil and transgressions and filled with pride and deceit.  They will be brought forth (The Lord puts hooks in the 
jaws of Gog and his followers) and the Lord will allow them to cover the earth – they have formed a One World Order and they have signed 
their Global Treaty in secret.  The Lord is doing this and allowing them to come forth – all the nations together - so that He can make 
Himself known in them, for He will use them to cleanse out those who are complacent and disobedient, and then He will punish these who 
came against His City and His people – His Elect - without fear of Him.  This is the way of the darkness.) And deep darkness the people 
(The Lord is revealing that the Deep Darkness – the sentence of punishment that He has placed the penalty of being cast out into the 
prison of God that is called as “Death” and that is located in the physical place that is called the Abyss, or the Deep Darkness.  It is 
important to understand that the Lord issued the Judgment Decrees from last June 2009, until January.  Now the people of the earth 
have had their Peace taken from them by the decree of the Father’s Court, and they are all sentenced to His prison of Death that is 
located in the physical place that is called as “the Deep Darkness” or also called as the Outer Darkness, the Depths, or the Abyss.  This is 
the fate of all the people who are of the world and who have not received the knowledge of Truth – the knowledge of His Words - that 
gives Light and gives understanding even to the simple.  The Lord told us in Luke 21:34-36 that the Deep Darkness would come upon 
everyone because they are all caught in the snare at the coming of His Day.) But the Lord will arise over you (This has a meaning that His 
people will turn from the world and they will make Him their King and they will not earthly rulers any more, for they will have seen what 
occurs with earthly rulers, so the Lord will be their King and David will be their Prince.  The Lord says that HE will arise on us because He 
says in Zephaniah 3:9 that He is going to cause us to be changed to His Pure Language.  He tells us in Ezekiel 36 that it is because of the 
intercession of the ancient fathers of Israel.  HE could let all of us be destroyed as we deserve, but He promised the ancients that many 
will be caused to finally come into the knowledge of Truth.)  And His Glory will be seen upon you. (This is saying that the Knowledge of 
Truth will be seen upon them for they will become doers of His Words, enabling His Promises of Good Works.)   3The Gentiles shall come 
to your Light, and kings to the brightness of your rising.  (The Light shall come from the Gentiles to Israel, and then it will go from 
Israel to the world.  The kings of the earth will be new, for the Lord is going to destroy many rulers in this Day – Psalm 110:5-6.  These 
kings that come will be turned and repented and cleansed, for the Lord says that there will not be allowed a Canaanite in the land – 
Zechariah 14:21.  In Zechariah 12:7 the Lord says that He is going to cause the house of Judah to receive this message first and then the 
house of all Israel and all the house of Gentiles who are of Jerusalem – believers in Jesus.  I was given instructions by Prophetic Word by 
the Lord several times in 2001, and then again in 2002, that I am to take this message to His people first and then from there it will go out 
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to all the world.  I never quite understood this until the Lord let me to understand that when HE speaks of Jerusalem in the Day of the 
Lord that He is speaking of all the believers of what occurred in Jerusalem – the Lord purchasing the authority over the Words of God 
that sweep us clean, through that wonderful sacrifice of His Blood that was acceptable to the Father as the fulfillment of the purchase 
price.) 

 Zechariah 12:7-9 7"THE LORD WILL SAVE THE TENTS OF JUDAH FIRST, SO THAT THE GLORY OF THE HOUSE OF DAVID 
AND THE GLORY OF THE INHABITANTS OF JERUSALEM SHALL NOT BECOME GREATER THAN THAT OF JUDAH.  8IN THAT 
DAY THE LORD WILL DEFEND THE INHABITANTS OF JERUSALEM; THE ONE WHO IS FEEBLE AMONG THEM IN THAT DAY 
SHALL BE LIKE DAVID, AND THE HOUSE OF DAVID SHALL BE LIKE GOD, LIKE THE ANGEL OF THE LORD BEFORE THEM.  
9IT SHALL BE IN THAT DAY THAT I WILL SEEK TO DESTROY ALL THE NATIONS THAT COME AGAINST JERUSALEM.”  (Take 
notice that the people whom the Lord calls as being of Jerusalem are those who are the believers of the Words of God that were paid for 
by the blood of Jesus, the Messiah, also known as the Christ.  If the United States comes against – those of Jerusalem - as it says that it 
does in Zechariah 14:2, then the Government of the United States and all the states that cooperate with it shall fall as it says in Matthew 
21:43-44, because the Lord will seek them out for destruction.  This verse is applying to this Time of the Great Tribulation – the Time of 
the Compelling Event.  They will think that they are succeeding – that nothing can stop the New World Order from coming forth, but the 
Lord’s Words will stop them, and it will break them apart, as it says in Matthew 21:43-44.) 

 1 Timothy 2:3-4 3For this is Good and acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, 4who desires all men to be saved and to come to the 
knowledge of the Truth. 

 2 Timothy 2:15 15BE DILIGENT TO PRESENT YOURSELF APPROVED TO GOD, A WORKER WHO DOES NOT NEED TO BE 
ASHAMED, RIGHTLY DIVIDING THE WORD OF TRUTH. 

 Micah 6:8 8He has shown you, O man, what is Good; and WHAT DOES THE LORD REQUIRE OF YOU BUT TO DO JUSTLY, TO 
LOVE GOOD DEEDS, and TO WALK HUMBLY WITH YOUR GOD? 

 Zephaniah 3:8-9 8“Therefore wait for Me," says the Lord, "Until the Day I rise up for PLUNDER; My determination is to gather the 
nations to My assembly of kingdoms, TO POUR ON THEM MY INDIGNATION, ALL MY FIERCE ANGER; ALL THE EARTH SHALL 
BE DEVOURED WITH THE FIRE OF MY JEALOUSY.  9"For THEN I WILL CHANGE THE PEOPLES TO A PURE SPEECH, that they 
all may call on the Name of the Lord, to serve Him with one accord.” 

 Matthew 25:31-34 31“When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the holy angels with Him, then He will sit on the throne of His 
glory. 32All the nations will be gathered before Him, and He will separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides his sheep from the 
goats. 33And He will set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left. 34Then the King will say to those on His right hand, 
'Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the Kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world.”  (We were commanded 
to be watching for the Kingdom and we were ALL not found watching). 

 Matthew 21:43-44 43“Therefore I say to you, the Kingdom of God will be taken from you and given to a nation bearing the fruits of 
it.  44AND WHOEVER FALLS ON THIS STONE, WILL BE BROKEN; BUT ON WHOMEVER IT FALLS, IT WILL GRIND HIM TO 
POWDER.” 
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Consider Jacob and his heart and zealousness for His Truth: 
I would like to show you the way of a heart that is zealous for God – Jacob and the battle with Laban and in his wrestling with the Lord. 
Consider first the way of the battle to build the nation of God that Jacob endured.  The following is when Jacob is ready to return home with his 
possessions to begin the building of the nation that the inheritance of his blessing that he received from his father revealed, and as the Lord 
promised him when he slept by the rock. 
 Genesis 32:1-21 1So Jacob went on his way, and the angels of God met him.  2When Jacob saw them, he said, "This is God's camp." And he 

called the name of that place Mahanaim. (This name means a “Double Camp”, for the Holy servants of God were there also.)  3Then Jacob 
sent messengers before him to Esau his brother in the land of Seir, the country of Edom.  4And he commanded them, saying, "Speak thus 
to my lord Esau, 'Thus your servant Jacob says: "I have dwelt with Laban and stayed there until now.  5I have oxen, donkeys, flocks, and 
male and female servants; and I have sent to tell my lord, that I may find favor in your sight."'"  6Then the messengers returned to Jacob, 
saying, "We came to your brother Esau, and he also is coming to meet you, and four hundred men are with him."  7So Jacob was greatly 
afraid and distressed; and he divided the people that were with him, and the flocks and herds and camels, into two companies.  8And he 
said, "If Esau comes to the one company and attacks it, then the other company which is left will escape."  9Then Jacob said, "O God of my 
father Abraham and God of my father Isaac, the LORD who said to me, 'Return to your country and to your family, and I will deal well with 
you': 10I am not worthy of the least of all the mercies and of all the Truth which You have shown Your servant (Take notice that Jacob 
reveals that the Lord had made known Ways of doing His Words to Him, for in Psalms 33:4 it is revealed that all His Works are Truth.  
Please remember the Way of God that Jacob understood when he pealed the bark of the branches of three different trees and set them 
beside the watering hole and it caused the DNA of the animals to change when they drank at those watering troughs.); for I crossed over 
this Jordan with my staff, and now I have become two companies.  11Deliver me, I pray, from the hand of my brother, from the hand of 
Esau; for I fear him, lest he come and attack me and the mother with the children.  12For You said, 'I will surely treat you well, and make 
your descendants as the sand of the sea, which cannot be numbered for multitude.' "  13So he lodged there that same night, and took what 
came to his hand as a present for Esau his brother: 14two hundred female goats and twenty male goats, two hundred ewes and twenty rams, 
15thirty milk camels with their colts, forty cows and ten bulls, twenty female donkeys and ten foals.  16Then he delivered them to the hand 
of his servants, every drove by itself, and said to his servants, "Pass over before me, and put some distance between successive droves."  
17And he commanded the first one, saying, "When Esau my brother meets you and asks you, saying, 'To whom do you belong, and where are 
you going? Whose are these in front of you?' 18then you shall say, 'They are your servant Jacob's. It is a present sent to my lord Esau; and 
behold, he also is behind us.' "  19So he commanded the second, the third, and all who followed the droves, saying, "In this manner you shall 
speak to Esau when you find him; 20and also say, 'Behold, your servant Jacob is behind us.' " For he said, "I will appease him with the 
present that goes before me, and afterward I will see his face; perhaps he will accept me."  21So the present went on over before him, but 
he himself lodged that night in the camp. 

In order to discern the Way of building a  Kingdom of Truth, I have included Genesis 30:1-24 just so that you can see that the Lord was building a 
Kingdom inside Jacob.  In all the situations that went against Jacob, he persisted to seek the Promise of God.  He desired to build a family and 
return to Israel to establish God’s nation in His children.  Remember that Jacob understood from the Lord’s Word to his grandfather Abraham 
that his seed would go into captivity in Egypt for 400 years.  So Jacob understood the fight to build the Kingdom of God was to be a change that is 
made firstly inside of his children and their seed.  He knew that it would be a long time before the Lord would establish the Kingdom of God that is 
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filled with Righteousness for it requires learning the Father and coming to know His Words and the Ways to enable His great Promises He placed 
within His Truth. 
 Genesis 30:1-24 1Now when Rachel saw that she bore Jacob no children, Rachel envied her sister, and said to Jacob, "Give me children, or 

else I die!"  2And Jacob's anger was aroused against Rachel, and he said, "Am I in the place of God, who has withheld from you the fruit of 
the womb?"  3So she said, "Here is my maid Bilhah; go in to her, and she will bear a child on my knees, that I also may have children by her."  
4Then she gave him Bilhah her maid as wife, and Jacob went in to her.  5And Bilhah conceived and bore Jacob a son.  6Then Rachel said, 
"God has judged my case; and He has also heard my voice and given me a son." Therefore she called his name Dan.  7And Rachel's maid 
Bilhah conceived again and bore Jacob a second son.  8Then Rachel said, "With great wrestlings I have wrestled with my sister, and indeed 
I have prevailed." So she called his name Naphtali.  9When Leah saw that she had stopped bearing, she took Zilpah her maid and gave her to 
Jacob as wife.  10And Leah's maid Zilpah bore Jacob a son.  11Then Leah said, "A troop comes!" So she called his name Gad.  12And Leah's 
maid Zilpah bore Jacob a second son.  13Then Leah said, "I am happy, for the daughters will call me blessed." So she called his name Asher.  
14Now Reuben went in the days of wheat harvest and found mandrakes in the field, and brought them to his mother Leah. Then Rachel said 
to Leah, "Please give me some of your son's mandrakes."  15But she said to her, "Is it a small matter that you have taken away my husband? 
Would you take away my son's mandrakes also?"  And Rachel said, "Therefore he will lie with you tonight for your son's mandrakes."  
16When Jacob came out of the field in the evening, Leah went out to meet him and said, "You must come in to me, for I have surely hired 
you with my son's mandrakes." And he lay with her that night.  17And God listened to Leah, and she conceived and bore Jacob a fifth son.  
18Leah said, "God has given me my wages, because I have given my maid to my husband." So she called his name Issachar.  19Then Leah 
conceived again and bore Jacob a sixth son.  20And Leah said, "God has endowed me with a good endowment; now my husband will dwell with 
me, because I have borne him six sons." So she called his name Zebulun.  21Afterward she bore a daughter, and called her name Dinah.  
22Then God remembered Rachel, and God listened to her and opened her womb.  23And she conceived and bore a son, and said, "God has 
taken away my reproach."  24So she called his name Joseph, and said, "The LORD shall add to me another son." 

Consider the knowledge of doing the Ways of His Words – the knowledge of Truth - that Jacob received from the Lord that are made manifest in 
the way of the good deeds that Jacob accomplished.  The three branches by the watering troughs of the animals is a good example, for in doing 
this he enabled the Lord to change the DNA of the animals.  The Lord planted all things we need in the earth in Genesis 1.  Jacob knew that his 
father in law had cheated him.  But, to gain back what was lost Jacob did the Way of Good and did not take vengeance in his hands.  He used His 
brain and the knowledge of the heart of God and the knowledge of the Will of God’s blessing spoken over him, to enable him to accomplish the 
blessing that the Lord had promised him.  Take notice that Jacob first enabled the Lord by using the three branches with the bark stripped off, 
and by the use of three branches and the water they drank, he was asking the Lord to cause them to be changed from their DNA.  Then he did a 
second work by causing the flocks of Laban to face the flocks that Laban had hid with his sons.  Thus he enabled the Lord to remember the deceit 
of Laban.  This caused the flocks to be likened to the deceitful word of Laban by setting their face to the flocks of Laban.  But in all of Jacob’s 
flocks he continued to have them drink of the water near the three branches and they grew strong and had spotted offspring, for the Lord did for 
Jacob as he desired, for Jacob was asking of Him in the Way of communicating to God in His Pure Language (John 15:7, 1 John 5:14-15.)  IT did not 
take vengeance to win the Good Fight of Faith, it took wisdom and understanding.  That is what we need today to correct the evils caused on us by 
the One World Order in the food and rules that they have ruined and deceitfully stolen. 
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 Genesis 30:25-43 25And it came to pass, when Rachel had borne Joseph, that Jacob said to Laban, "Send me away, that I may go to my 
own place and to my country.  26Give me my wives and my children for whom I have served you, and let me go; for you know my service which 
I have done for you."  27And Laban said to him, "Please stay, if I have found favor in your eyes, for I have learned by experience that the 
LORD has blessed me for your sake." 28Then he said, "Name me your wages, and I will give it."  29So Jacob said to him, "You know 
how I have served you and how your livestock has been with me.  30For what you had before I came was little, and it has increased 
to a great amount; the LORD has blessed you since my coming. And now, when shall I also provide for my own house?"  31So he said, 
"What shall I give you?"  AND JACOB SAID, "YOU SHALL NOT GIVE ME ANYTHING. IF YOU WILL DO THIS THING FOR ME, I 
WILL AGAIN FEED AND KEEP YOUR FLOCKS: 32LET ME PASS THROUGH ALL YOUR FLOCK TODAY, REMOVING FROM THERE 
ALL THE SPECKLED AND SPOTTED SHEEP, AND ALL THE BROWN ONES AMONG THE LAMBS, AND THE SPOTTED AND 
SPECKLED AMONG THE GOATS; AND THESE SHALL BE MY WAGES.  33SO MY RIGHTEOUSNESS WILL ANSWER FOR ME IN 
TIME TO COME, WHEN THE SUBJECT OF MY WAGES COMES BEFORE YOU: EVERY ONE THAT IS NOT SPECKLED AND 
SPOTTED AMONG THE GOATS, AND BROWN AMONG THE LAMBS, WILL BE CONSIDERED STOLEN, IF IT IS WITH ME."  
34AND LABAN SAID, "OH, THAT IT WERE ACCORDING TO YOUR WORD!"  35SO HE REMOVED THAT DAY THE MALE GOATS 
THAT WERE SPECKLED AND SPOTTED, ALL THE FEMALE GOATS THAT WERE SPECKLED AND SPOTTED, EVERY ONE THAT 
HAD SOME WHITE IN IT, AND ALL THE BROWN ONES AMONG THE LAMBS, AND GAVE THEM INTO THE HAND OF HIS 
SONS.  36THEN HE PUT THREE DAYS' JOURNEY BETWEEN HIMSELF AND JACOB, AND JACOB FED THE REST OF LABAN'S 
FLOCKS.  37NOW JACOB TOOK FOR HIMSELF RODS OF GREEN POPLAR AND OF THE ALMOND AND CHESTNUT TREES, 
PEELED WHITE STRIPS IN THEM, AND EXPOSED THE WHITE WHICH WAS IN THE RODS.  38AND THE RODS WHICH HE 
HAD PEELED, HE SET BEFORE THE FLOCKS IN THE GUTTERS, IN THE WATERING TROUGHS WHERE THE FLOCKS CAME TO 
DRINK, SO THAT THEY SHOULD CONCEIVE WHEN THEY CAME TO DRINK.  39SO THE FLOCKS CONCEIVED BEFORE THE 
RODS, AND THE FLOCKS BROUGHT FORTH STREAKED, SPECKLED, AND SPOTTED.  40THEN JACOB SEPARATED THE LAMBS, 
AND MADE THE FLOCKS FACE TOWARD THE STREAKED AND ALL THE BROWN IN THE FLOCK OF LABAN; BUT HE PUT HIS 
OWN FLOCKS BY THEMSELVES AND DID NOT PUT THEM WITH LABAN'S FLOCK.  41AND IT CAME TO PASS, WHENEVER 
THE STRONGER LIVESTOCK CONCEIVED, THAT JACOB PLACED THE RODS BEFORE THE EYES OF THE LIVESTOCK IN THE 
GUTTERS, THAT THEY MIGHT CONCEIVE AMONG THE RODS.  42BUT WHEN THE FLOCKS WERE FEEBLE, HE DID NOT PUT 
THEM IN; SO THE FEEBLER WERE LABAN'S AND THE STRONGER JACOB'S.  43THUS THE MAN BECAME EXCEEDINGLY 
PROSPEROUS, AND HAD LARGE FLOCKS, FEMALE AND MALE SERVANTS, AND CAMELS AND DONKEYS. 

 
And, are we zealous enough to wrestle all through the Night if necessary in order to accomplish that which will give us the inheritance of the 
Kingdom of Heaven.  Consider what diligence and wisdom that Jacob showed in wrestling to get that new name.  Jacob knew the Name that God had 
given him at birth did not include the inheritance of the work of bringing forth the nation of God’s people.  When he came to the double camp, he 
determined to insure the Promise of God that he would be the rightful heir to bring forth His Kingdom.  He knew that it required a blessing of the 
Lord.  When he saw the angels, he knew that in the Night the Lord would come to His Camp for the Lord always sends out His Words in the Night, 
and the work of the Angels is to make known the Words of God.  But, notice that Jacob went after a double blessing.  He not only wanted the new 
name which is a new work from the Lord, but he wanted a blessing from God.  But, consider it closely and you will see that Jacob did not just want

any blessing of God, he wanted to know the knowledge of the Ways of His Words.  That is the highest blessing that can be given by God to man.  
Jacob knows that when He received the knowledge of the Words of God – the knowledge of His Name – that he had Eternal Life.  Consider John 
5:24, John 12:48, Joel 2:32, Ephesians 1:13-14, and Ephesians :25-27 and you will should be able to discern this. 
 Genesis 32:22-32 22And he arose that night and took his two wives, his two female servants, and his 

eleven sons, and crossed over the ford of Jabbok (This name means “evacuation”; “dissipation”; 
“wrestling”, or “pouring out”, and in this case it seems “pouring out” is correct.)  23He took them, sent 
them over the brook, and sent over what he had.  24Then Jacob was left alone; and a Man wrestled with 
him until the breaking of day.  25Now when He saw that He did not prevail against him, He touched the 
socket of his hip; and the socket of Jacob's hip was out of joint as He wrestled with him. (Jacob 
received a new walk with God for what he was given at birth – it is a change to the birthright.)  26And 
He said, "Let Me go, for the day breaks." But he said, "I will not let You go unless You bless me!"  27So 
He said to him, "What is your name?" He said, "Jacob."  28And He said, "Your name shall no longer be 
called Jacob, but Israel; for you have struggled with God and with men, and have prevailed."  29Then 
Jacob asked, saying, "Tell me Your name, I pray."  And He said, "Why is it that you ask about My 
name?"  And He blessed him there.  30So Jacob called the name of the place Peniel (Name means to 
“See of God”): "For I have seen God face to face, and my life is preserved."  31Just as he crossed over 
Penuel the sun rose on him, and he limped on his hip.  32Therefore to this day the children of Israel do 
not eat the muscle that shrank, which is on the hip socket, because He touched the socket of Jacob's 
hip in the muscle that shrank. 

 
Are you ready to wrestle with God by the Way of Wisdom and Understanding.  The reward is extremely great. 
 
 
 
 
 
We must remember that it is our job to be prepared. 
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Now Let Us Consider Adam and Eve and the Tree of Sin that came from Their Seed: 
I would like to point out that in the beginning Adam and Eve were learning the Knowledge of Truth.  But, they took a short-cut and the Lord 
removed them from the Garden and took the authority of His Words away from them.  That is the meaning of they shall eat bread by the sweat of 
his face UNTIL he returns to the ground – Genesis 3:19.   
 Genesis 3:1-24 1Now the serpent was more cunning than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said to the 

woman, "Has God indeed said, 'You shall not eat of every tree of the garden'?"  2And the woman said to the serpent, "We may 
eat the fruit of the trees of the garden; 3but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God has said, 'You 
shall not eat it, nor shall you touch it, lest you die.' "  4THEN THE SERPENT SAID TO THE WOMAN, "YOU WILL NOT SURELY 
DIE.  5FOR GOD KNOWS THAT IN THE DAY YOU EAT OF IT YOUR EYES WILL BE OPENED, AND YOU WILL BE LIKE GOD, 
KNOWING GOOD AND EVIL."  6SO WHEN THE WOMAN SAW THAT THE TREE WAS GOOD FOR FOOD, THAT IT WAS 
PLEASANT TO THE EYES, AND A TREE DESIRABLE TO MAKE ONE WISE, SHE TOOK OF ITS FRUIT AND ATE. SHE ALSO 
GAVE TO HER HUSBAND WITH HER, AND HE ATE.  7Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were 
naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves coverings.  8And they heard the sound of the LORD God walking in 
the garden in the cool of the day, and Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God among the trees of 
the garden.  9Then the LORD God called to Adam and said to him, "Where are you?"  10So he said, "I heard Your voice in the 
garden, and I was afraid because I was naked; and I hid myself."  11And He said, "Who told you that you were naked? Have you 
eaten from the tree of which I commanded you that you should not eat?"  12THEN THE MAN SAID, "THE WOMAN WHOM YOU 
GAVE TO BE WITH ME, SHE GAVE ME OF THE TREE, AND I ATE."  13AND THE LORD GOD SAID TO THE WOMAN, "WHAT 
IS THIS YOU HAVE DONE?"  THE WOMAN SAID, "THE SERPENT DECEIVED ME, AND I ATE."  14SO THE LORD GOD SAID 
TO THE SERPENT: "BECAUSE YOU HAVE DONE THIS, YOU ARE CURSED MORE THAN ALL CATTLE, AND MORE THAN EVERY 
BEAST OF THE FIELD; ON YOUR BELLY YOU SHALL GO, AND YOU SHALL EAT DUST ALL THE DAYS OF YOUR LIFE.  15AND I 
WILL PUT ENMITY BETWEEN YOU AND THE WOMAN, AND BETWEEN YOUR SEED AND HER SEED; HE SHALL BRUISE YOUR 
HEAD, AND YOU SHALL BRUISE HIS HEEL."  16TO THE WOMAN HE SAID: "I WILL GREATLY MULTIPLY YOUR SORROW AND 
YOUR CONCEPTION; IN PAIN YOU SHALL BRING FORTH CHILDREN; YOUR DESIRE SHALL BE FOR YOUR HUSBAND, AND HE 
SHALL RULE OVER YOU."  17THEN TO ADAM HE SAID, "BECAUSE YOU HAVE HEEDED THE VOICE OF YOUR WIFE, AND HAVE 
EATEN FROM THE TREE OF WHICH I COMMANDED YOU, SAYING, 'YOU SHALL NOT EAT OF IT': "CURSED IS THE GROUND 
FOR YOUR SAKE; IN TOIL YOU SHALL EAT OF IT ALL THE DAYS OF YOUR LIFE.  18BOTH THORNS AND THISTLES IT 
SHALL BRING FORTH FOR YOU, AND YOU SHALL EAT THE HERB OF THE FIELD.  19IN THE SWEAT OF YOUR FACE YOU 
SHALL EAT BREAD TILL YOU RETURN TO THE GROUND, FOR OUT OF IT YOU WERE TAKEN; FOR DUST YOU ARE, AND TO 
DUST YOU SHALL RETURN."  20And Adam called his wife's name Eve, because she was the mother of all living. (Consider that name 
very carefully, for it is an interesting name.  The Evening is when we are to inquire of the Lord.  The Woman is the lead preparer of the 
food and the keeper of Good in their house.  Abigail was a woman of Good Understanding and she said she will wash the feet of all those in 
her husband David’s house.).  21Also for Adam and his wife the LORD God made tunics of skin, and clothed them. (Consider the Lord 
gave them a Garment so that they would learn the Way of Knowledge that they could understand the Way to bring back the blessing.)  
22Then the LORD God said, "Behold, the man has become like one of Us, to know Good and evil.  And now, lest he put out his hand 
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and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live forever"— 23therefore the LORD God sent him out of the Garden of Eden to till 
the ground from which he was taken.  24So He drove out the man; and He placed cherubim at the east of the Garden of Eden, and 
a flaming sword which turned every way, to guard the way to the tree of life.  (Notice the Lord sent Adam and Eve out of the Garden 
to the Way of the East.  In this He was telling them to seek Him.  And He put the cherubim to keep them from the Way of the West.) 

The fruit of eating the knowledge of evil is revealed immediately within the Bible by the Lord.  The careless opinion of the life of our neighbors is 
revealed in Cain.  And this way of evil continues to multiply through his seed as is seen in Genesis 4:16-24.  The label of Death that the Lord placed 
upon Cain is about to come upon every person who receives of the Spirit of Death – the 4th Seal Judgment of Revelation 6:7-8.  They will have no 
right taste of His Food.  The Lord planted all the things we need for bringing forth His Good Works in the earth from the beginning (Genesis 1:9-
13).  In this passage the Lord is saying that He is removing the authority of Cain to even taste of those Good Works even by the sweat of His 
brow.  This is a lesson that we must learn, for the Lord warned the people in Amos 6:1-6 that they should not forget the Affliction of Joseph, but 
it is about to come upon the earth on all those who are rebellious against the Ways of God.  The problem that we do not see is that nearly all the 
people of America today are like Cain in their offering, for we feed our families poisoned foods and medicines, and we are killing each other, and 
thus the Lord is about to remove the power of the earth from them.  This is the curse of the work the people did during the second Seal 
Judgment (Rev. 6:3-4) and the reason that they must repent diligently like the men of Nineveh.  If we do not turn then we could perish in the 
Great tribulation.  Or, we will certainly be of the left behind who will have learned by that time (Rev. 6:15-17). 
 Genesis 4:1-15 1Now Adam knew Eve his wife, and she conceived and bore Cain, and said, "I have acquired a man from the LORD."  2Then 

she bore again, this time his brother Abel. NOW ABEL WAS A KEEPER OF SHEEP, BUT CAIN WAS A TILLER OF THE GROUND.  
3AND IN THE PROCESS OF TIME IT CAME TO PASS THAT CAIN BROUGHT AN OFFERING OF THE FRUIT OF THE GROUND 
TO THE LORD.  4ABEL ALSO BROUGHT OF THE FIRSTBORN OF HIS FLOCK AND OF THEIR FAT. AND THE LORD RESPECTED 
ABEL AND HIS OFFERING, 5BUT HE DID NOT RESPECT CAIN AND HIS OFFERING.  AND CAIN WAS VERY ANGRY, AND HIS 
COUNTENANCE FELL.  6So the LORD said to Cain, "Why are you angry? And why has your countenance fallen? 7IF YOU DO GOOD, 
WILL YOU NOT BE ACCEPTED? AND IF YOU DO NOT DO GOOD, SIN LIES AT THE DOOR. AND ITS DESIRE IS FOR YOU, 
BUT YOU SHOULD RULE OVER IT."  8Now Cain talked with Abel his brother; and it came to pass, when they were in the field, that Cain 
rose up against Abel his brother and killed him.  9Then the LORD said to Cain, "Where is Abel your brother?"  He said, "I do not know. Am I 
my brother's keeper?"  10And He said, "What have you done? The voice of your brother's blood cries out to Me from the ground.  11So now 
you are cursed from the earth, which has opened its mouth to receive your brother's blood from your hand.  12WHEN YOU TILL THE 
GROUND, IT SHALL NO LONGER YIELD ITS STRENGTH TO YOU. A FUGITIVE AND A VAGABOND YOU SHALL BE ON THE 
EARTH."  13And Cain said to the LORD, "My punishment is greater than I can bear!  14SURELY YOU HAVE DRIVEN ME OUT THIS DAY 
FROM THE FACE OF THE GROUND; I SHALL BE HIDDEN FROM YOUR FACE; (What this is saying is that the Lord has removed from 
him any right to receive of His Words.  Cain is likely to those whom the shadow of Death will come upon in the Night, for the Lord has made 
the same claim, that they will have no right to taste of His Food – Luke 14:24.  The Lord is taking away the face of the earth – the right to 
enable the Good Works of God from his life.)  This  I shall be a fugitive and a vagabond on the earth, and it will happen that anyone who 
finds me will kill me."  15And the LORD said to him, "Therefore, whoever kills Cain, vengeance shall be taken on him sevenfold." And the 
LORD set a mark on Cain, lest anyone finding him should kill him. 
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 Revelation 6:3-4 3When He opened the second seal, I heard the second living creature saying, "Come and see."  4Another horse, fiery red, 
went out. And IT WAS GRANTED TO THE ONE WHO SAT ON IT TO TAKE PEACE FROM THE EARTH, AND THAT PEOPLE 
SHOULD KILL ONE ANOTHER; AND THERE WAS GIVEN TO HIM A GREAT SWORD. 

 Revelation 6:15-17 15And the kings of the earth, the great men, the rich men, the commanders, the mighty men, every slave and 
every free man, hid themselves in the caves and in the rocks of the mountains, 16and said to the mountains and rocks, "Fall on us 
and hide us from the face of Him who sits on the throne and from the wrath of the Lamb!  17For the great day of His wrath has 
come, and who is able to stand?”  

 Daniel 12:1 At that time Michael shall stand up, the great prince who stands watch over the sons of your people; and THERE SHALL BE A 
TIME OF TROUBLE, SUCH AS NEVER WAS SINCE THERE WAS A NATION, EVEN TO THAT TIME.  AND AT THAT TIME YOUR 
PEOPLE SHALL BE DELIVERED, EVERY ONE WHO IS FOUND WRITTEN IN THE BOOK.  (There is only one way to insure by 
Guarantee of God that your name is written into the Book of Life.  That Promise is found in John 5:24 and Ephesians.) 

The punishment of Cain is likened to the punishment that the Lord is about to place on the people who have rejected to receive the Knowledge of 
Truth, as is made clear in Luke 14:24.  To understand the depth of that punishment, consider Jeremiah 14:11-12.  The Lord warned us in Amos 8:11-
14 that in this Day He will send a famine of His Words just like what He placed upon Cain in Genesis 4:14, and they will not taste of His Good. 
 Jeremiah 14:10-18 10Thus says the Lord to this people: "Thus they have loved to wander; they have not restrained their feet.  

Therefore the Lord does not accept them; He will remember their iniquity now, and punish their sins."  11Then the Lord said to me, 
"DO NOT PRAY FOR THIS PEOPLE, FOR THEIR GOOD.  12WHEN THEY FAST, I WILL NOT HEAR THEIR CRY; AND WHEN 
THEY OFFER BURNT OFFERING AND GRAIN OFFERING, I WILL NOT ACCEPT THEM. BUT I WILL CONSUME THEM BY THE 
SWORD, BY THE FAMINE, AND BY THE PESTILENCE."  13Then I said, "Ah, Lord God! Behold, the prophets say to them, 'You 
shall not see the sword, nor shall you have famine, but I will give you assured peace in this place.'"  14And the Lord said to me, 
"The prophets prophesy lies in My name. I have not sent them, commanded them, nor spoken to them; they prophesy to you a false 
vision, divination, a worthless thing, and the deceit of their heart.  15Therefore thus says the Lord concerning the prophets who 
prophesy in My Name, whom I did not send, and who say, 'Sword and famine shall not be in this land'--'By sword and famine 
those prophets shall be consumed!  16And the people to whom they prophesy shall be cast out in the streets of Jerusalem because 
of the famine and the sword; they will have no one to bury them--them nor their wives, their sons nor their daughters--for I will 
pour their wickedness on them.'  17"Therefore you shall say this Word to them: 'Let my eyes flow with tears night and day, and 
let them not cease; for the virgin daughter of my people has been broken with a mighty stroke, with a very severe blow.  18If I go 
out to the field, then behold, those slain with the sword!  And if I enter the city, then behold, those sick from famine!  Yes, both 
prophet and priest go about in a land they do not know.'" 

It is interesting that Cain had a family that had names likened to that line of Seth, such as “Lamech” (Genesis 4:23-24), who did the very opposite 
way of Lamech who was the father of Noah.  This Lamech of Cain’s family destroyed life and sent them further from God, while Lamech, the 
father of Noah loved mankind so much that he dedicated his son Noah for the purpose of being used by God to bring back the Righteousness that 
would allow men to enter back into the “rest” of the likeness of the Garden of Eden (Genesis 5:29).  There is a lot to learn from these verses, but 
the very interesting fact is it illustrates that because Adam and Eve ate the fruit of the Tree of the knowledge of both Good and Evil, instead of 
waiting to eat only the Good fruit that the Lord was feeding them daily, they brought forth the evil that destroyed mankind.  The only result for 
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those who allow the eating of the food of evil to exist is to end with the result of a callous people without care for the life of their fellow man.  
We have allowed this to occur and it is why the Lord says that men of today kill each other without regard to His Law of Good (Consider the 
deception of the evil killing of men that blatantly occurs through man causing other man to eat GMO foods, to receive of sterilizing vaccines, to 
partake of cancer causing cosmetics, and then to call all these things as good for man while in truth it is fact that these products intentionally kill 
men slowly, painfully, and expensively.)  Consider the names – the works of these descendants of Cain and consider that they were without the 
right to call on His Words, and did not seek it which is evidenced by the flood. 
 Genesis 4:16-24 16Then Cain went out from the presence of the LORD and dwelt in the land of Nod on the east of Eden.  17And Cain knew 

his wife, and she conceived and bore Enoch.  And he built a city, and called the name of the city after the name of his son—Enoch.  18To 
Enoch was born Irad; and Irad begot Mehujael, and Mehujael begot Methushael, and Methushael begot Lamech.  19Then Lamech (This name 
means “poor”, or “made low”) took for himself two wives: the name of one was Adah, and the name of the second was Zillah.  20And Adah 
(This name means “an assembly”, a “congregation of followers”) bore Jabal. He was the father of those who dwell in tents and have 
livestock.  21His brother's name was Jubal (This name means “which glides away”). He was the father of all those who play the harp and 
flute.  22And as for Zillah (This name means “shadow; the tingling of the ear”), she also bore Tubal-Cain (This name means “worldly 
possession”; “possessed of confusion”), an instructor of every craftsman in bronze and iron.  And the sister of Tubal-Cain was Naamah (This 
name means “beautiful; agreeable”).  23Then Lamech said to his wives: "Adah and Zillah, hear my voice; wives of Lamech, listen to my speech!  
For I have killed a man for wounding me, even a young man for hurting me.  24If Cain shall be avenged sevenfold, then Lamech seventy-
sevenfold." 

It was not until Enosh, the seed of Seth, that men were again allowed to call upon the Name of the Lord – upon the Words of God. 
 Genesis 4:25-26 25And Adam knew his wife again, and she bore a son and named him Seth, "For God has appointed another seed for me 

instead of Abel, whom Cain killed." 26And as for Seth, to him also a son was born; and he named him Enosh. THEN MEN BEGAN TO CALL 
ON THE NAME OF THE LORD. (The Name of the Lord is the Word of God – Revelation 19:13.) 

 Revelation 19:11-16 11Now I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse. And He who sat on him was called Faithful and True, and in 
righteousness He judges and makes war.  12His eyes were like a flame of fire (The anger is hot in His face – per Zephaniah 3:8-9,) and on 
His head were many crowns. HE HAD A NAME WRITTEN THAT NO ONE KNEW EXCEPT HIMSELF. 13HE WAS CLOTHED WITH A 
ROBE DIPPED IN BLOOD, AND HIS NAME IS CALLED THE WORD OF GOD.  (We need to remember that He is appearing twice.  
First, at His Kingdom – Zephaniah 3:8-9, and then secondly at His Appearing – Rev. 19:17-21.  At this Time He is coming in Spirit to 
establish His Kingdom over which He will rule with a Rod of Iron so as to Seal up His bride and enable her to prepare herself for His 
coming for His brides in the event known as the Rapture.)  14And the armies in heaven, clothed in fine linen, white and clean, followed Him 
on white horses.  15NOW OUT OF HIS MOUTH GOES A SHARP SWORD, THAT WITH IT HE SHOULD STRIKE THE NATIONS. 
AND HE HIMSELF WILL RULE THEM WITH A ROD OF IRON. He Himself treads the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of 
Almighty God.  16And He has on His robe and on His thigh a name written: KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS. (See Ecclesiastes 8:4 
and you will find that it is in the Words of a King that His Power can be found.) 

 John 12:48 “HE WHO REJECTS ME, AND DOES NOT RECEIVE MY WORDS HAS THAT WHICH JUDGES HIM – the Word that I 
have spoken will judge him in the last day.” 
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The greatness of the works of Lamech are soon going to be known.  Here is a man who gave his son as a “Good” sacrifice.  He did not kill him and 
offer his blood to some gods to get some evil power.  Lamech gave his son Noah to the Lord to be used by Him for the Good Work of returning man 
to the right to full power of the righteousness of God that is available through the receiving the Gift of the inheritance of the Kingdom of God.  
That very thing that we are about to receive because of what Good Work that was made possible by the greatness of Lamech.  I believe that 
Lamech is likened to King David, for the people credit Solomon with the Glorious Temple, but it was David who set everything in order and who 
receive the plans of God and gave these plans to Solomon.  The same is true with Lamech.  He sought God and found the way to restore and build 
the right for man to receive the inheritance to the Kingdom of God on earth again.  In the simple words of the blessing that he gave to Noah is 
given to us great and marvelous things – the Good Work that will enable the return of man into the likeness of the Garden of Eden. 
 Genesis 5:1-32 1This is the book of the genealogy of Adam.  In the day that God created man, He made him in the likeness of God.  2He 

created them male and female, and blessed them and called them Mankind in the day they were created.  3And Adam lived one hundred and 
thirty years, and begot a son in his own likeness, after his image, and named him Seth.  4After he begot Seth, the days of Adam were eight 
hundred years; and he had sons and daughters.  5So all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years; and he died.  6Seth 
lived one hundred and five years, and begot Enosh.  7After he begot Enosh, Seth lived eight hundred and seven years, and had sons and 
daughters.  8So all the days of Seth were nine hundred and twelve years; and he died.  9Enosh lived ninety years, and begot Cainan.  10After 
he begot Cainan, Enosh lived eight hundred and fifteen years, and had sons and daughters.  11So all the days of Enosh were nine hundred 
and five years; and he died.  12Cainan lived seventy years, and begot Mahalalel.  13After he begot Mahalalel, Cainan lived eight hundred and 
forty years, and had sons and daughters.  14So all the days of Cainan were nine hundred and ten years; and he died.  15Mahalalel lived sixty-
five years, and begot Jared.  16After he begot Jared, Mahalalel lived eight hundred and thirty years, and had sons and daughters.  17So all 
the days of Mahalalel were eight hundred and ninety-five years; and he died.  18Jared lived one hundred and sixty-two years, and begot 
Enoch.  19After he begot Enoch, Jared lived eight hundred years, and had sons and daughters.  20So all the days of Jared were nine 
hundred and sixty-two years; and he died.  21Enoch lived sixty-five years, and begot Methuselah.  22After he begot Methuselah, Enoch 
walked with God three hundred years, and had sons and daughters.  23So all the days of Enoch were three hundred and sixty-five years.  
24And Enoch walked with God; and he was not, for God took him.  25Methuselah lived one hundred and eighty-seven years, and begot Lamech.  
26After he begot Lamech, Methuselah lived seven hundred and eighty-two years, and had sons and daughters.  27days of Methuselah were 
nine hundred and sixty-nine years; and he died.  28Lamech lived one hundred and eighty-two years, and had a son.  29And he called his name 
Noah (Means Favor, or Grace, which means to receive the Right of God to His inheritance of the Kingdom of God that is filled with the 
Promises of the Good Works of God.), saying, "THIS ONE WILL COMFORT US CONCERNING OUR WORK AND THE TOIL OF OUR 
HANDS, BECAUSE OF THE GROUND WHICH THE LORD HAS CURSED." 30After he begot Noah, Lamech lived five hundred and 
ninety-five years, and had sons and daughters.  31So all the days of Lamech were seven hundred and seventy-seven years; and he died.  
32And Noah was five hundred years old, and Noah begot Shem, Ham, and Japheth. 

Now consider the way of the Lord until Abram. 
 Genesis 6:1-7 1Now it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the earth, and daughters were born to them, 2that the 

sons of God saw the daughters of men, that they were beautiful; and they took wives for themselves of all whom they chose.  3And the 
LORD said, "My Spirit shall not strive with man forever, for he is indeed flesh; yet his days shall be one hundred and twenty years."  
4There were giants on the earth in those days, and also afterward, when the sons of God came in to the daughters of men and they bore 
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children to them.  Those were the mighty men who were of old, men of renown.  5Then the LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great 
in the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.  6And the LORD was sorry that He had made man 
on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart.  7So the LORD said, "I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth, 
both man and beast, creeping thing and birds of the air, for I am sorry that I have made them."  

 Genesis 6:8-22 8But NOAH FOUND GRACE IN THE EYES OF THE LORD. (Grace is Favor of God, but it also means to have the Right to 
call upon His Words.)  9This is the genealogy of Noah. Noah was a just man, perfect in his generations. Noah walked with God.  10And Noah 
begot three sons: Shem, Ham, and Japheth.  11The earth also was corrupt before God, and the earth was filled with violence. 12  So God 
looked upon the earth, and indeed it was corrupt; for all flesh had corrupted their way on the earth.  13And God said to Noah, "The end of 
all flesh has come before Me, for the earth is filled with violence through them; and behold, I will destroy them with the earth. 14  Make 
yourself an ark of gopherwood; make rooms in the ark, and cover it inside and outside with pitch.  15And this is how you shall make it: The 
length of the ark shall be three hundred cubits, its width fifty cubits, and its height thirty cubits.  16You shall make a window for the ark, 
and you shall finish it to a cubit from above; and set the door of the ark in its side. You shall make it with lower, second, and third decks.  
17And behold, I Myself am bringing floodwaters on the earth, to destroy from under heaven all flesh in which is the breath of life; 
everything that is on the earth shall die.  18But I will establish My covenant with you; and you shall go into the ark—you, your sons, your 
wife, and your sons' wives with you.  19And of every living thing of all flesh you shall bring two of every sort into the ark, to keep them alive 
with you; they shall be male and female.  20Of the birds after their kind, of animals after their kind, and of every creeping thing of the 
earth after its kind, two of every kind will come to you to keep them alive.  21And you shall take for yourself of all food that is eaten, and 
you shall gather it to yourself; and it shall be food for you and for them."  22Thus Noah did; according to all that God commanded him, so he 
did. 

Of course we know the flood warning of Luke 17 and Matthew 24.  Consider the times of the Waters of the Flood, and remember it. 
 Genesis 7:1-24 1Then the LORD said to Noah, "Come into the ark, you and all your household, because I have seen that you are righteous 

before Me in this generation.  2You shall take with you seven each of every clean animal, a male and his female; two each of animals that are 
unclean, a male and his female; 3also seven each of birds of the air, male and female, to keep the species alive on the face of all the earth.  
4For after seven more days I will cause it to rain on the earth forty days and forty nights, and I will destroy from the face of the earth all 
living things that I have made."  5And Noah did according to all that the LORD commanded him.  6Noah was six hundred years old when the 
floodwaters were on the earth.  7So Noah, with his sons, his wife, and his sons' wives, went into the ark because of the waters of the flood. 
8  Of clean animals, of animals that are unclean, of birds, and of everything that creeps on the earth, 9two by two they went into the ark to 
Noah, male and female, as God had commanded Noah.  10And it came to pass after seven days that the waters of the flood were on the 
earth. 11  In the six hundredth year of Noah's life, in the second month, the seventeenth day of the month, on that day all the fountains of 
the great deep were broken up, and the windows of heaven were opened.  12AND THE RAIN WAS ON THE EARTH FORTY DAYS AND 
FORTY NIGHTS.  13On the very same day Noah and Noah's sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth, and Noah's wife and the three wives of his 
sons with them, entered the ark— 14they and every beast after its kind, all cattle after their kind, every creeping thing that creeps on the 
earth after its kind, and every bird after its kind, every bird of every sort.  15And they went into the ark to Noah, two by two, of all flesh 
in which is the breath of life.  16So those that entered, male and female of all flesh, went in as God had commanded him; and the LORD 
shut him in.  17NOW THE FLOOD WAS ON THE EARTH FORTY DAYS. The waters increased and lifted up the ark, and it rose high 
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above the earth.  18The waters prevailed and greatly increased on the earth, and the ark moved about on the surface of the waters.  19And 
the waters prevailed exceedingly on the earth, and all the high hills under the whole heaven were covered.  20The waters prevailed fifteen 
cubits upward, and the mountains were covered.  21And all flesh died that moved on the earth: birds and cattle and beasts and every 
creeping thing that creeps on the earth, and every man.  22All in whose nostrils was the breath of the spirit of life, all that was on the dry 
land, died.  23So He destroyed all living things which were on the face of the ground: both man and cattle, creeping thing and bird of the 
air. They were destroyed from the earth. Only Noah and those who were with him in the ark remained alive.  24And the waters prevailed on 
the earth one hundred and fifty days. 

Take note the Bible records that it was after the 40 days, that the Lord remembered Noah.  And, from the time of the fortieth day, through 
another 150 days, the Lord caused the Waters (The powers of the Sea) to continuously reduce.  But, take notice that it was after the 40th day 
that the Lord caused a wind to blow upon the Waters that caused them to be diminished until they were gone. 
 Genesis 8:1:19 1THEN GOD REMEMBERED NOAH, AND EVERY LIVING THING, AND ALL THE ANIMALS THAT WERE WITH 

HIM IN THE ARK. AND GOD MADE A WIND TO PASS OVER THE EARTH, AND THE WATERS SUBSIDED.  2The fountains of the 
deep and the windows of heaven were also stopped, and the rain from heaven was restrained.  3AND THE WATERS RECEDED 
CONTINUALLY FROM THE EARTH. AT THE END OF THE HUNDRED AND FIFTY DAYS THE WATERS DECREASED.  4THEN THE 
ARK RESTED IN THE SEVENTH MONTH, THE SEVENTEENTH DAY OF THE MONTH, ON THE MOUNTAINS OF ARARAT.  5And 
the waters decreased continually until the tenth month. In the tenth month, on the first day of the month, the tops of the mountains were 
seen.  6So it came to pass, at the end of forty days, that Noah opened the window of the ark which he had made.  7Then he sent out a 
raven, which kept going to and fro until the waters had dried up from the earth.  8He also sent out from himself a dove, to see if the 
waters had receded from the face of the ground.  9But the dove found no resting place for the sole of her foot, and she returned into the 
ark to him, for the waters were on the face of the whole earth. So he put out his hand and took her, and drew her into the ark to himself.  
10And he waited yet another seven days, and again he sent the dove out from the ark.  11Then the dove came to him in the evening, and 
behold, a freshly plucked olive leaf was in her mouth; and Noah knew that the waters had receded from the earth. 12So he waited yet 
another seven days and sent out the dove, which did not return again to him anymore.  13And it came to pass in the six hundred and first 
year, in the first month, the first day of the month, that the waters were dried up from the earth; and Noah removed the covering of the 
ark and looked, and indeed the surface of the ground was dry.  14And in the second month, on the twenty-seventh day of the month, the 
earth was dried.  15Then God spoke to Noah, saying, 16"Go out of the ark, you and your wife, and your sons and your sons' wives with you.  
17Bring out with you every living thing of all flesh that is with you: birds and cattle and every creeping thing that creeps on the earth, so 
that they may abound on the earth, and be fruitful and multiply on the earth."  18So Noah went out, and his sons and his wife and his sons' 
wives with him.  19Every animal, every creeping thing, every bird, and whatever creeps on the earth, according to their families, went out of 
the ark. 
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The following is the Father’s Covenant with Creation.  Remember that His Seed is of the Earth – Psalm 139:15-16.  When that seed is gone then His 
Covenant can be broken.  GMO foods breaks the Way of that Covenant and will destroy the earth and man, for it breaks this Covenant. 
 Genesis 8:20-22 20Then Noah built an altar to the LORD, and took of every clean animal and of every clean bird, and offered burnt 

offerings on the altar.  21And the LORD smelled a soothing aroma. Then the LORD said in His heart, "I will never again curse the ground for 
man's sake, although the imagination of man's heart is evil from his youth; nor will I again destroy every living thing as I have done.  
22"WHILE THE EARTH REMAINS, SEEDTIME AND HARVEST, COLD AND HEAT, WINTER AND SUMMER, AND DAY AND 
NIGHT SHALL NOT CEASE." 

God's Promise to Noah is our critical need at this very day.  We must remember it, for we must raise up the Rainbow with the calling on His Words. 
 Genesis 9:1-17 1So God blessed Noah and his sons, and said to them: "Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth.  2And the fear of you 

and the dread of you shall be on every beast of the earth, on every bird of the air, on all that move on the earth, and on all the fish of the 
sea. They are given into your hand. 3Every moving thing that lives shall be food for you. I have given you all things, even as the green herbs.  
4But you shall not eat flesh with its life, that is, its blood.  5Surely for your lifeblood I will demand a reckoning; from the hand of every 
beast I will require it, and from the hand of man. From the hand of every man's brother I will require the life of man.  6"Whoever sheds 
man's blood, by man his blood shall be shed; for in the image of God He made man.  7And as for you, be fruitful and multiply; bring forth 
abundantly in the earth and multiply in it."  8Then God spoke to Noah and to his sons with him, saying: 9"And as for Me, behold, I establish 
My covenant with you and with your descendants after you, 10and with every living creature that is with you: the birds, the cattle, and 
every beast of the earth with you, of all that go out of the ark, every beast of the earth.  11Thus I establish My covenant with you: Never 
again shall all flesh be cut off by the waters of the flood; never again shall there be a flood to destroy the earth."  12And God said: "This is 
the sign of the covenant which I make between Me and you, and every living creature that is with you, for perpetual generations:  13I set 
MY RAINBOW IN THE CLOUD, AND IT SHALL BE FOR THE SIGN OF THE COVENANT BETWEEN ME AND THE EARTH.  14IT 
SHALL BE, WHEN I BRING A CLOUD OVER THE EARTH, THAT THE RAINBOW SHALL BE SEEN IN THE CLOUD; 15AND I WILL 
REMEMBER MY COVENANT WHICH IS BETWEEN ME AND YOU AND EVERY LIVING CREATURE OF ALL FLESH; THE WATERS 
SHALL NEVER AGAIN BECOME A FLOOD TO DESTROY ALL FLESH.  16THE RAINBOW SHALL BE IN THE CLOUD, AND I WILL 
LOOK ON IT TO REMEMBER THE EVERLASTING COVENANT BETWEEN GOD AND EVERY LIVING CREATURE OF ALL FLESH 
THAT IS ON THE EARTH."  17And God said to Noah, "This is the sign of the covenant which I have established between Me and all flesh 
that is on the earth." 

Consider the ways of Noah and His Sons and remember the seed of rebellion was a lack of honor and caring for others as one’s self, and a lack of 
respect of the Anointing of God. 
 Genesis 9:18-29 18Now the sons of Noah who went out of the ark were Shem, Ham, and Japheth. And Ham was the father of Canaan.  

19These three were the sons of Noah, and from these the whole earth was populated.  20And Noah began to be a farmer, and he planted a 
vineyard.  21Then he drank of the wine and was drunk, and became uncovered in his tent.  22And Ham, the father of Canaan, saw the 
nakedness of his father, and told his two brothers outside.  23But Shem and Japheth took a garment, laid it on both their shoulders, and 
went backward and covered the nakedness of their father. Their faces were turned away, and they did not see their father's nakedness.  
24So Noah awoke from his wine, and knew what his younger son had done to him.  25Then he said: "Cursed be Canaan; a servant of servants 
he shall be to his brethren."  26And he said: "Blessed be the LORD, the God of Shem, and may Canaan be his servant.  27May God enlarge 
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Japheth, and may he dwell in the tents of Shem; and may Canaan be his servant."  28And Noah lived after the flood three hundred and fifty 
years.  29So all the days of Noah were nine hundred and fifty years; and he died. 

In Genesis 10 there is revealed the nations that Descended from Noah.  Take notice that they each had a language that they spoke. 
 Genesis 10:1-32 1Now this is the genealogy of the sons of Noah: Shem, Ham, and Japheth.  And sons were born to them after the flood.  

2The sons of Japheth were Gomer, Magog, Madai, Javan, Tubal, Meshech, and Tiras.  3The sons of Gomer were Ashkenaz, Riphath, and 
Togarmah.  4The sons of Javan were Elishah, Tarshish, Kittim, and Dodanim.  5FROM THESE THE COASTLAND PEOPLES OF THE 
GENTILES WERE SEPARATED INTO THEIR LANDS, EVERYONE ACCORDING TO HIS LANGUAGE, ACCORDING TO THEIR 
FAMILIES, INTO THEIR NATIONS.  6The sons of Ham were Cush, Mizraim, Put, and Canaan.  7The sons of Cush were Seba, Havilah, 
Sabtah, Raamah, and Sabtechah; and the sons of Raamah were Sheba and Dedan.  8Cush begot Nimrod; he began to be a mighty one on the 
earth.  9He was a mighty hunter before the LORD; therefore it is said, "Like Nimrod the mighty hunter before the LORD."  10And the 
beginning of his kingdom was Babel, Erech, Accad, and Calneh, in the land of Shinar.  11From that land he went to Assyria and built Nineveh, 
Rehoboth Ir, Calah, 12and Resen between Nineveh and Calah (that is the principal city).  13Mizraim begot Ludim, Anamim, Lehabim, 
Naphtuhim, 14Pathrusim, and Casluhim (from whom came the Philistines and Caphtorim).  15Canaan begot Sidon his firstborn, and Heth; 16the 
Jebusite, the Amorite, and the Girgashite; 17the Hivite, the Arkite, and the Sinite; 18the Arvadite, the Zemarite, and the Hamathite. 
Afterward the families of the Canaanites were dispersed.  19And the border of the Canaanites was from Sidon as you go toward Gerar, as 
far as Gaza; then as you go toward Sodom, Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboiim, as far as Lasha.  20THESE WERE THE SONS OF HAM, 
ACCORDING TO THEIR FAMILIES, ACCORDING TO THEIR LANGUAGES, IN THEIR LANDS AND IN THEIR NATIONS.  21And 
children were born also to Shem, the father of all the children of Eber, the brother of Japheth the elder.  22The sons of Shem were Elam, 
Asshur, Arphaxad, Lud, and Aram.  23The sons of Aram were Uz, Hul, Gether, and Mash.  24Arphaxad begot Salah, and Salah begot Eber.  
25To Eber were born two sons: the name of one was Peleg, for in his days the earth was divided; and his brother's name was Joktan.  
26Joktan begot Almodad, Sheleph, Hazarmaveth, Jerah, 27Hadoram, Uzal, Diklah, 28Obal, Abimael, Sheba, 29Ophir, Havilah, and Jobab. All 
these were the sons of Joktan.  30And their dwelling place was from Mesha as you go toward Sephar, the mountain of the east.  31THESE 
WERE THE SONS OF SHEM, ACCORDING TO THEIR FAMILIES, ACCORDING TO THEIR LANGUAGES, IN THEIR LANDS, 
ACCORDING TO THEIR NATIONS.  32These were the families of the sons of Noah, according to their generations, in their nations; and 
from these the nations were divided on the earth after the flood. 

Consider Genesis 11:1-9 carefully.  They all had separate languages for their tribes, but they had One Holy Language that they all spoke – the 
knowledge of the Words of God.  Now take notice that in Genesis 11:1-9 it is reported that the One Language – the Authority to speak the Pure 
Language of God’s Words was taken away.   
 Genesis 11:1-9 1Now the whole earth had one language and one speech.  2And it came to pass, as they journeyed from the east, that they 

found a plain in the land of Shinar, and they dwelt there.  3Then they said to one another, "Come, let us make bricks and bake them 
thoroughly." They had brick for stone, and they had asphalt for mortar.  4And they said, "Come, let us build ourselves a city, and a tower 
whose top is in the heavens; let us make a name for ourselves, lest we be scattered abroad over the face of the whole earth."  5But the 
LORD came down to see the city and the tower which the sons of men had built.  6And the LORD said, "Indeed the people are one and they 
all have one language, and this is what they begin to do; now nothing that they propose to do will be withheld from them.  7Come, let Us go 
down and there confuse their language, that they may not understand one another's speech."  8So the LORD scattered them abroad from 
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there over the face of all the earth, and they ceased building the city.  9Therefore its name is called Babel, because there the LORD 
confused the language of all the earth; and from there the LORD scattered them abroad over the face of all the earth. 

Consider where Abram came from. 
 Genesis 11:10-26 10This is the genealogy of Shem: Shem was one hundred years old, and begot Arphaxad two years after the flood.  

11After he begot Arphaxad, Shem lived five hundred years, and begot sons and daughters.  12Arphaxad lived thirty-five years, and begot 
Salah.  13After he begot Salah, Arphaxad lived four hundred and three years, and begot sons and daughters.  14Salah lived thirty years, and 
begot Eber.  15After he begot Eber, Salah lived four hundred and three years, and begot sons and daughters.  16Eber lived thirty-four 
years, and begot Peleg.  17After he begot Peleg, Eber lived four hundred and thirty years, and begot sons and daughters.  18Peleg lived 
thirty years, and begot Reu.  19After he begot Reu, Peleg lived two hundred and nine years, and begot sons and daughters.  20Reu lived 
thirty-two years, and begot Serug.  21After he begot Serug, Reu lived two hundred and seven years, and begot sons and daughters.  22Serug 
lived thirty years, and begot Nahor.  23After he begot Nahor, Serug lived two hundred years, and begot sons and daughters.  24Nahor lived 
twenty-nine years, and begot Terah.  25After he begot Terah, Nahor lived one hundred and nineteen years, and begot sons and daughters.  
26Now Terah lived seventy years, and begot Abram, Nahor, and Haran. 

 Genesis 11:27-32 27This is the genealogy of Terah: Terah begot Abram, Nahor, and Haran. Haran begot Lot.  28And Haran died before his 
father Terah in his native land, in Ur of the Chaldeans.  29Then Abram and Nahor took wives: the name of Abram's wife was Sarai, and the 
name of Nahor's wife, Milcah, the daughter of Haran the father of Milcah and the father of Iscah.  30But Sarai was barren; she had no 
child.  31And TERAH TOOK HIS SON ABRAM AND HIS GRANDSON LOT, THE SON OF HARAN, AND HIS DAUGHTER-IN-LAW 
SARAI, HIS SON ABRAM'S WIFE, AND THEY WENT OUT WITH THEM FROM UR OF THE CHALDEANS TO GO TO THE LAND 
OF CANAAN; AND THEY CAME TO HARAN AND DWELT THERE.  32SO THE DAYS OF TERAH WERE TWO HUNDRED AND FIVE 
YEARS, AND TERAH DIED IN HARAN. 

First God Speaks to Abram to set himself apart from the way of Babylon. 
 Genesis 12:1-6 1Now the LORD had said to Abram: "GET OUT OF YOUR COUNTRY, FROM YOUR FAMILY AND FROM YOUR 

FATHER'S HOUSE, TO A LAND THAT I WILL SHOW YOU.  2I WILL MAKE YOU A GREAT NATION; I WILL BLESS YOU AND 
MAKE YOUR NAME GREAT; AND YOU SHALL BE A BLESSING.  3I WILL BLESS THOSE WHO BLESS YOU, AND I WILL CURSE 
HIM WHO CURSES YOU; AND IN YOU ALL THE FAMILIES OF THE EARTH SHALL BE BLESSED."  4So Abram departed as the 
LORD had spoken to him, and Lot went with him. And Abram was seventy-five years old when he departed from Haran.  5Then 
Abram took Sarai his wife and Lot his brother's son, and all their possessions that they had gathered, and the people whom they 
had acquired in Haran, and they departed to go to the land of Canaan. So they came to the land of Canaan.  6Abram passed 
through the land to the place of Shechem, as far as the terebinth tree of Moreh.  And the Canaanites were then in the land. 

The Lord called Abraham to what He is going to do.  This is a land that is presently occupied by the worldly.  He calls on the Word of God – the 
Promises of God. 
 Genesis 12:7-9 7Then the LORD appeared to Abram and said, "To your descendants I will give this land." And there he built an altar to 

the LORD, who had appeared to him.  8AND HE MOVED FROM THERE TO THE MOUNTAIN EAST OF BETHEL, AND HE PITCHED 
HIS TENT WITH BETHEL ON THE WEST AND AI ON THE EAST; THERE HE BUILT AN ALTAR TO THE LORD AND CALLED 
ON THE NAME OF THE LORD.  9So Abram journeyed, going on still toward the South.   
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The Lord sends Abram south to learn His ways - into Egypt.  No real instruction is given.  But, the Lord watched over him, even while he learned 
from errors. 
 Genesis 12:10-20 10Now there was a famine in the land, and Abram went down to Egypt to dwell there, for the famine was severe in the 

land.  11And it came to pass, when he was close to entering Egypt, that he said to Sarai his wife, "Indeed I know that you are a woman of 
beautiful countenance.  12Therefore it will happen, when the Egyptians see you, that they will say, 'This is his wife'; and they will kill me, 
but they will let you live.  13Please say you are my sister, that it may be well with me for your sake, and that I may live because of you."  
14So it was, when Abram came into Egypt, that the Egyptians saw the woman, that she was very beautiful.  15The princes of Pharaoh also 
saw her and commended her to Pharaoh. And the woman was taken to Pharaoh's house.  16He treated Abram well for her sake. He had 
sheep, oxen, male donkeys, male and female servants, female donkeys, and camels.  17But the LORD plagued Pharaoh and his house with 
great plagues because of Sarai, Abram's wife.  18And Pharaoh called Abram and said, "What is this you have done to me? Why did you not 
tell me that she was your wife?  19Why did you say, 'She is my sister'? I might have taken her as my wife. Now therefore, here is your 
wife; take her and go your way."  20So Pharaoh commanded his men concerning him; and they sent him away, with his wife and all that he 
had. 

The Lord then brings Abram back to show him His Way, and to the place where He will give him as inheritance.  He separates with Lot. 
 Genesis 13:1-11 1Then Abram went up from Egypt, he and his wife and all that he had, and Lot with him, to the South.  2ABRAM WAS 

VERY RICH IN LIVESTOCK, IN SILVER, AND IN GOLD.  3And he went on his journey from the South as far as Bethel, to the place 
where his tent had been at the beginning, between Bethel and AI, 4to the place of the altar which he had made there at first.  And there 
Abram called on the name of the LORD. 5Lot also, who went with Abram, had flocks and herds and tents.  6Now the land was not able to 
support them, that they might dwell together, for their possessions were so great that they could not dwell together.  7And there was 
strife between the herdsmen of Abram's livestock and the herdsmen of Lot's livestock.  The Canaanites and the Perizzites then dwelt in 
the land.  8So Abram said to Lot, "Please let there be no strife between you and me, and between my herdsmen and your herdsmen; for we 
are brethren.  9Is not the whole land before you? Please separate from me.  If you take the left, then I will go to the right; or, if you go to 
the right, then I will go to the left."  10And Lot lifted his eyes and saw all the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered everywhere (before 
the LORD destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah) like the garden of the LORD, like the land of Egypt as you go toward Zoar.  11Then Lot chose 
for himself all the plain of Jordan, and Lot journeyed east. And they separated from each other. 

Abram learns of the Work of God. 
 Genesis 13:12-18 12Abram dwelt in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelt in the cities of the plain and pitched his tent even as far as Sodom.  

13BUT THE MEN OF SODOM WERE EXCEEDINGLY WICKED AND SINFUL AGAINST THE LORD.  14And the LORD said to Abram, 
after Lot had separated from him: "LIFT YOUR EYES NOW AND LOOK FROM THE PLACE WHERE YOU ARE—NORTHWARD, 
SOUTHWARD, EASTWARD, AND WESTWARD; 15for all the land which you see I give to you and your descendants forever.  16And I will 
make your descendants as the dust of the earth; so that if a man could number the dust of the earth, then your descendants also could be 
numbered.  17ARISE, WALK IN THE LAND THROUGH ITS LENGTH AND ITS WIDTH, FOR I GIVE IT TO YOU." (The Lord had him 
to walk the land for the Lord had declared it as a Word.  This walking established the Word of God in this land.  In September or October 
of 2010, the Lord said that He is going to give us the cities where His people have walked for Him.  There are people who have walked 
places and they have declared those cities and those lands for the Name of the Lord – for the coming forth of the Words of God.)  18Then

Abram moved his tent, and went and dwelt by the terebinth trees of Mamre, which are in Hebron, and built an altar there to the 
LORD. 

 Zechariah 14:16-21 16And it shall come to pass that everyone who is left of all the nations which came against Jerusalem shall go up from 
year to year to worship the King, the Lord of hosts, and to keep the Feast of Tabernacles.  17And it shall be that whichever of the 
families of the earth do not come up to Jerusalem to worship the King, the Lord of hosts, on them there will be no rain. (This is 
referring to all Gentile nations and all those whom the Lord is bringing out of the world and delivers them from the tyranny of the One 
World Order.) 18If the family of Egypt (This is referring to the people who are of His church and synagogues who are likened to His 
people in Egypt for they are now living as captives to the One World Order.  They are guilty of allowing this beast to rise up and rule over 
them, for they loved the lifestyles and luxuries of this Harlot.   These are those whom the Lord is going to compel to come out of walking 
after this worldly life, and then He will deliver them safely from the hands of the tyranny of those who rule over the One World Order.), 
will not come up and enter in, they shall have no rain; they shall receive the plague with which the Lord strikes the nations who do 
not come up to keep the Feast of Tabernacles. (Take notice that the Lord will punish His church far more severely than the other 
families of the earth.  He will pure out on them the plagues that He speaks of in Zechariah 14:12 and that are: “Their flesh shall dissolve 
while they stand on their feet, their eyes shall dissolve in their sockets, and their tongues shall dissolve in their mouths.”  The reason for 
this is that the Lord reveals that those who take their hand off the plow and look back shall be destroyed for they become not worthy of 
Him.  This is also the same as why the Lord warned us to remember what happened to Lot’s wife when she looked back and she was changed 
immediately into a pillar of salt that had no flavor.  To those whom much was given, they shall be held into greater accounting.) 19This shall 
be the punishment of Egypt and the punishment of all the nations that do not come up to keep the Feast of Tabernacles.  20IN THAT DAY 
"HOLINESS TO THE LORD" SHALL BE ENGRAVED ON THE BELLS OF THE HORSES.  THE POTS IN THE LORD'S HOUSE 
SHALL BE LIKE THE BOWLS BEFORE THE ALTAR.  21YES, EVERY POT IN JERUSALEM AND JUDAH SHALL BE HOLINESS TO 
THE LORD OF HOSTS.  EVERYONE WHO SACRIFICES SHALL COME AND TAKE THEM AND COOK IN THEM. (This is doing the 
Ways of His Words.  They Lord is always looking down to give strength – the Power of His Promises of Good Works that are in His Words -
to the things that we are asking of Him. He will do for us all we desire if we ask it within His Will.)  IN THAT DAY THERE SHALL NO 
LONGER BE A CANAANITE IN THE HOUSE OF THE LORD OF HOSTS.  (The Way we worship will be changed.) 

 2 Chronicles 16:9 For the eyes of the Lord run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to show Himself strong on behalf of those 
whose heart is loyal to Him. 

 Psalm 14:2-3, & Psalm 53:2-3 2The Lord looks down from Heaven upon the children of men, to see if there are any who 
understand, WHO SEEK GOD.  3They have all turned aside, they have together become corrupt; THERE IS NONE THAT DOES 
“GOOD”, NO, NOT ONE.  (Take notice that David is saying that the Lord looks down on the children of “men”.  This means that this 
warning is given to all those who are without the knowledge of His Words.  For those who have received of His Words are sealed by the 
Word of Truth (Ephesians 1:13-14) and thus they are children of the Kingdom of God and are to be raised into the Kingdom of Heaven in 
that Appointed Time.  The Elect are those who receive His Words and keep them, for these have understanding that comes by the 
entrance of His Words as David makes known in Psalm 119:130.  To these the Lord has given the right to become sons of God – children of 
God – John 1:12, John 8:47.  In Hosea 4:6 the Lord says that if we reject His knowledge that He will reject us and also forget our children 
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– that also means that He will not do for us the things that we ask of Him to do for others.  That would be a terrible thing that would take 
much fasting and hope to come out from.) 

 John 15:7 “IF YOU ABIDE IN ME, AND MY WORDS ABIDE IN YOU, YOU WILL ASK WHAT YOU DESIRE, AND IT SHALL BE 
DONE FOR YOU.”  (To “abide in his Words” effectively means to be a doer of His Words. That enables Him to “do”). 

 1 John 5:14-15 14Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that IF WE ASK ANYTHING ACCORDING TO HIS WILL, HE 
HEARS US.  15AND IF WE KNOW THAT HE HEARS US, WHATEVER WE ASK, WE KNOW THAT WE HAVE THE PETITIONS 
THAT WE HAVE ASKED OF HIM. 

 Hebrews 8:6 But now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, inasmuch as HE IS ALSO MEDIATOR OF A BETTER COVENANT, 
WHICH WAS ESTABLISHED ON BETTER PROMISES.  (The Covenant to establish us in the Pure Language of His Holy Words, giving to 
us the right to call upon His Name – His Words – with One Shoulder - See Zephaniah 3:8-9, Revelation 19:13.) 

 1 Peter 2:15-16 FOR THIS IS THE WILL OF GOD, THAT BY DOING GOOD YOU MAY PUT TO SILENCE THE IGNORANCE OF 
FOOLISH MEN—AS FREE, YET NOT USING LIBERTY AS A CLOAK FOR VICE, BUT AS BONDSERVANTS OF GOD. 

Please understand that the Father made it a Law that we are to hear His Words and that we are to become doers of them.  David teaches us in 
Psalm 119:142 that it is the summation of the Law of God that we keep His Words – keep the knowledge of His Truth. 
 Psalm 119:142 Your Righteousness is an everlasting Righteousness, and YOUR LAW IS TRUTH.  (His Words are Truth.) 
 John 16:13 13“However, WHEN He, the Spirit of Truth, HAS COME, He will guide you into all Truth; for He will not speak on His 

own, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come.”   
 John 17:17-19 17“Sanctify them (This means “set them apart”) by your Truth.  Your Word is Truth. 18AS YOU SENT ME INTO THE 

WORLD, I ALSO HAVE SENT THEM INTO THE WORLD.  19And for their sakes I sanctify (Set apart) Myself, that they may also 
be sanctified (Set apart) by the Truth.” (We are to be set apart by following Him to speak and to do His Words as Jesus did.) 

 Leviticus 11:44 For I am the Lord your God.  You shall therefore consecrate yourselves, and you shall be Holy; for I am Holy. 
 1 Peter 1:16 “because it is written, “Be Holy, for I am Holy.” 
 Proverbs 6:2 YOU ARE SNARED BY THE WORDS OF YOUR MOUTH; you are taken by the words of your mouth.  (Do you speak His 

Speech, or do you speak your own Speech?) 
 Luke 21:34-36 34“But take heed to yourselves, lest your hearts be weighed down with dissipation, drunkenness, and cares of this 

life, and THAT DAY COME ON YOU UNEXPECTEDLY. 35FOR IT WILL COME AS A SNARE ON ALL THOSE WHO DWELL ON THE 
FACE OF THE WHOLE EARTH. 36WATCH THEREFORE, AND PRAY ALWAYS THAT YOU MAY BE COUNTED WORTHY TO ESCAPE 
ALL THESE THINGS THAT WILL COME TO PASS, AND TO STAND BEFORE THE SON OF MAN.” 

 John 12:48, 50 48“HE WHO REJECTS ME, AND DOES NOT RECEIVE MY WORDS HAS THAT WHICH JUDGES HIM – THE 
WORD THAT I HAVE SPOKEN WILL JUDGE HIM IN THE LAST DAY.”  50And I know that “His command is Everlasting Life”.  
Therefore, whatever I speak, just as the Father has told Me, so I speak." 

 Proverbs 12:13-14 THE WICKED IS ENSNARED BY THE TRANSGRESSION OF LIPS, BUT THE RIGHTEOUS WILL COME 
THROUGH TROUBLE. A man will be satisfied with Good by the fruit of his mouth, and the recompense of a man's hands will be 
rendered to him. 
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 Proverbs 22:21 That I may make you know the certainty of the Words of Truth, that you may answer Words of Truth to those who send 
to you? 

 Ecclesiastes 12:10 The Preacher sought to find acceptable words; and what was written was upright—Words of Truth. 
 Isaiah 59:4 No one calls for justice, Nor does any plead for Truth.  They trust in empty words and speak lies; They conceive evil and bring 

forth iniquity. 
 Acts 26:25 But he said, "I am not mad, most noble Festus, but speak the Words of Truth and reason. 

 
Now comes Abram’s War – the preview of our Great Tribulation.   
Last night we talked about Abram and his choice to not choose the goods of the world, but instead he chose to seek after the Lord diligently and 
to do those works of righteousness that would bring Glory to the Kingdom of God.  Abram chose the work of God’s Kingdom over establishing his 
own kingdom.   
 Genesis 14:1-7 1And it came to pass in the days of Amraphel king of Shinar, Arioch king of Ellasar, Chedorlaomer king of Elam, and Tidal 

king of nations, 2that they made war with Bera king of Sodom, Birsha king of Gomorrah, Shinab king of Admah, Shemeber king of Zeboiim, 
and the king of Bela (that is, Zoar).  3All these joined together in the Valley of Siddim (that is, the Salt Sea).  4Twelve years they served 
Chedorlaomer, and in the thirteenth year they rebelled.  5In the fourteenth year Chedorlaomer and the kings that were with him came and 
attacked the Rephaim in Ashteroth Karnaim, the Zuzim in Ham, the Emim in Shaveh Kiriathaim, 6and the Horites in their mountain of Seir, 
as far as El Paran, which is by the wilderness.  7Then they turned back and came to En Mishpat (that is, Kadesh), and attacked all the 
country of the Amalekites, and also the Amorites who dwelt in Hazezon Tamar. 

Take notice the gains of Abram.  He was rich in goods from the Battle.  He was bringing them back. 
 Genesis 14:8-12 8And the king of Sodom, the king of Gomorrah, the king of Admah, the king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (that is, 

Zoar) went out and joined together in battle in the Valley of Siddim 9against Chedorlaomer king of Elam, Tidal king of nations, Amraphel 
king of Shinar, and Arioch king of Ellasar—four kings against five.  10Now the Valley of Siddim was full of asphalt pits; and the kings of 
Sodom and Gomorrah fled; some fell there, and the remainder fled to the mountains.  11Then they took all the goods of Sodom and 
Gomorrah, and all their provisions, and went their way.  12They also took Lot, Abram's brother's son who dwelt in Sodom, and his goods, and 
departed. 

Abram defeats the Northern Army.  This is like today and the Great Tribulation that is coming.  Remember the lesson that Abram is about to 
receive from the Lord through this war. 
 Genesis 14:13-17 13Then one who had escaped came and told Abram the Hebrew, for he dwelt by the terebinth trees of Mamre the 

Amorite, brother of Eshcol and brother of Aner; and they were allies with Abram.  14Now when Abram heard that his brother was taken 
captive, he armed his three hundred and eighteen trained servants who were born in his own house, and went in pursuit as far as Dan.  15HE 
DIVIDED HIS FORCES AGAINST THEM BY NIGHT, and he and his servants attacked them and pursued them as far as Hobah, which is 
north of Damascus.  16So he brought back all the goods, and also brought back his brother Lot and his goods, as well as the women and the 
people.  17And the king of Sodom went out to meet him at the Valley of Shaveh (that is, the King's Valley), after his return from the 
defeat of Chedorlaomer and the kings who were with him. 
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But, the Lord sent him Melchizadek to show him the Way of the Food of God, and Abram’s life changes.  He no longer treasures the goods of the 
world. 
 Genesis 14:18-20 18Then Melchizedek king of Salem brought out bread and wine; he was the priest of God Most High.  19And he blessed 

him and said: "Blessed be Abram of God Most High, possessor of heaven and earth; 20and blessed be God Most High, who has delivered your 
enemies into your hand."  And he gave him a tithe of all. 

Abram chooses wisely between the spoils of the War and the riches of God. 
 Genesis 14:21-24 21Now the king of Sodom said to Abram, "Give me the persons, and take the goods for yourself."  22BUT ABRAM SAID 

TO THE KING OF SODOM, "I HAVE RAISED MY HAND TO THE LORD, GOD MOST HIGH, THE POSSESSOR OF HEAVEN AND 
EARTH, 23THAT I WILL TAKE NOTHING, FROM A THREAD TO A SANDAL STRAP, AND THAT I WILL NOT TAKE ANYTHING 
THAT IS YOURS, LEST YOU SHOULD SAY, 'I HAVE MADE ABRAM RICH'— 24EXCEPT ONLY WHAT THE YOUNG MEN HAVE 
EATEN, AND THE PORTION OF THE MEN WHO WENT WITH ME: ANER, ESHCOL, AND MAMRE; LET THEM TAKE THEIR 
PORTION." 

Because Abram chose His reward wisely – (A hint:  Be a Wise Virgin!  Do not choose the wealth of the world!), the Lord told to Him that He has 
received His Great Reward – the Word of God that has in it all things.  The Lord has told us to choose His Words over the world, and in Joel 2 He 
tells us to not fear the Northern Army.  Consider what He told to Abram. 
 Genesis 15:1-6 1After these things THE WORD OF THE LORD CAME TO ABRAM IN A VISION, saying, "DO NOT BE AFRAID, 

ABRAM. I AM YOUR SHIELD, YOUR EXCEEDINGLY GREAT REWARD."  2But Abram said, "Lord GOD, what will You give me, seeing I go 
childless, and the heir of my house is Eliezer of Damascus?"  3Then Abram said, "Look, You have given me no offspring; indeed one born in 
my house is my heir!"  4And behold, the word of the LORD came to him, saying, "This one shall not be your heir, but one who will come from 
your own body shall be your heir."  5Then He brought him outside and said, "Look now toward heaven, and count the stars if you are able to 
number them." And He said to him, "So shall your descendants be."  6And he believed in the LORD, and He accounted it to him for 
righteousness. 

Consider that Abraham showed us that we are able to know that when the Lord gives us a Gift (Remember He is giving us the Gift of the Kingdom 
of God as an Inheritance) as a Covenant 
 Genesis 15:7-21 7Then He said to him, "I am the LORD, who brought you out of Ur of the Chaldeans, to give you this land to inherit it."  

8And he said, "Lord GOD, how shall I know that I will inherit it?"  9So He said to him, "Bring Me a three-year-old heifer, a three-year-old 
female goat, a three-year-old ram, a turtledove, and a young pigeon."  10Then he brought all these to Him and cut them in two, down the 
middle, and placed each piece opposite the other; but he did not cut the birds in two.  11And when the vultures came down on the carcasses, 
Abram drove them away.  12Now when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and behold, horror and great darkness fell 
upon him.  13Then He said to Abram: "Know certainly that your descendants will be strangers in a land that is not theirs, and will serve 
them, and they will afflict them four hundred years.  14And also the nation whom they serve I will judge; afterward they shall come out 
with great possessions.  15Now as for you, you shall go to your fathers in peace; you shall be buried at a good old age.  16But in the fourth 
generation they shall return here, for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet complete."  17And it came to pass, when the sun went down and 
it was dark, that behold, there appeared a smoking oven and a burning torch that passed between those pieces.  18On the same day the 
LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying: "To your descendants I have given this land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the 
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River Euphrates— 19the Kenites, the Kenezzites, the Kadmonites, 20the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Rephaim, 21the Amorites, the 
Canaanites, the Girgashites, and the Jebusites." 

 Daniel 4:17 'This decision is by the decree of the watchers, and THE SENTENCE BY THE WORD OF THE HOLY ONES, IN ORDER 
THAT THE LIVING MAY KNOW THAT THE MOST HIGH RULES IN THE KINGDOM OF MEN, GIVES IT TO WHOMEVER HE 
WILL, AND SETS OVER IT THE LOWEST OF MEN.'  (This is so true!) 

Paul tells us that Jesus is establishing for us the New Covenant that will be higher than all those before us, for the Lord is the Mediator of the 
New Covenant and the authority is in the Scroll that He has received and that He has now loosed of its Seals. 
 Hebrews 8:1-13 1Now this is the main point of the things we are saying: We have such a High Priest, who is seated at the right hand of 

the throne of the Majesty in the heavens, 2a Minister of the sanctuary and of the true tabernacle which the Lord erected, and not man.  
3For every high priest is appointed to offer both gifts and sacrifices. Therefore it is necessary that this One also have something to offer. 
4For if He were on earth, He would not be a priest, since there are priests who offer the gifts according to the law; 5who serve the copy 
and shadow of the heavenly things, as Moses was divinely instructed when he was about to make the tabernacle. For He said, "See that you 
make all things according to the pattern shown you on the mountain." 6But now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, inasmuch as He is 
also Mediator of a better covenant, which was established on better promises.  7For if that first covenant had been faultless, then no place 
would have been sought for a second.  8Because finding fault with them, He says: "Behold, the days are coming, says the LORD, when I will 
make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah—9not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers 
in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they did not continue in My covenant, and I 
disregarded them, says the LORD. 10For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I 
will put My laws in their mind and write them on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. 11None of them shall 
teach his neighbor, and none his brother, saying, 'Know the LORD,' for all shall know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them.  
12For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their lawless deeds I will remember no more."  13In that He says, "A 
new covenant," He has made the first obsolete. Now what is becoming obsolete and growing old is ready to vanish away. 

If we would think about it, we are highly blessed for the Lord is giving to us a Covenant that allows the Sun, Moon, and Stars to bow down to us in 
order for us to do His Will.  It is like it was for Joseph.  We are bringing forth the Garden of Eden and thus we must have authority to plant seed 
and have it respond in His Will that He has given us in order for Him to be enabled to bring forth the Garden of Eden so that we can eat of its 
fruit and grow abundantly in His Good. 
 Jeremiah 33:31-40 31"Behold, the days are coming, says the LORD, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the 

house of Judah— 32not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to lead them out 
of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke, though I was a husband to them, says the LORD. 33But this is the covenant that I will 
make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I will put My law in their minds, and write it on their hearts; and I will be 
their God, and they shall be My people. 34No more shall every man teach his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, 'Know the LORD,' 
for they all shall know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them, says the LORD. For I will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I 
will remember no more."  35THUS SAYS THE LORD, WHO GIVES THE SUN FOR A LIGHT BY DAY, THE ORDINANCES OF THE 
MOON AND THE STARS FOR A LIGHT BY NIGHT, WHO DISTURBS THE SEA, AND ITS WAVES ROAR (THE LORD OF HOSTS 
IS HIS NAME): 36"If those ordinances depart from before Me, says the LORD, Then the seed of Israel shall also cease from being a 
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nation before Me forever."  37Thus says the LORD: "If heaven above can be measured, and the foundations of the earth searched out 
beneath, I will also cast off all the seed of Israel for all that they have done, says the LORD.  38"Behold, the days are coming, says the 
LORD, that the city shall be built for the LORD from the Tower of Hananel to the Corner Gate. 39The surveyor's line shall again extend 
straight forward over the hill Gareb; then it shall turn toward Goath.  40And the whole valley of the dead bodies and of the ashes, and all 
the fields as far as the Brook Kidron, to the corner of the Horse Gate toward the east, shall be holy to the LORD. It shall not be plucked 
up or thrown down anymore forever." 

We are going to face our time that is likened to Abram’s War choice, at the end of the Great Tribulation.  What treasure will we choose? 
 Revelation 18:1-11 1After these things I saw another angel coming down from heaven, HAVING GREAT AUTHORITY, AND THE 

EARTH WAS ILLUMINATED WITH HIS GLORY. (This is important for you to understand for it confirms the timing of the Fall of Babylon 
in the Evening of the Appointed Time of the Day of the Lord.  This Angel, whether it is the Lord or whether it is the Archangel Gabriel, the 
point is that this Angel has great authority, and the testimony to the authority of the Angel is the Light that illuminates the earth.  This 
tells us two important things.  (1) That this person is a carrier of the Words of God for it is the entrance of His Words that gives Light and 
gives understanding, as per Psalm 119:130.  And (2), This Angel is to announce an event of the Day of the Lord that will occur in the Evening 
Time of the Day of the Lord, for the Lord says in Zechariah 14:6-7 that it will be in the evening of His Day when the Light will illuminate the 
earth.  This is also confirming that this Fall of Babylon will occur in the days of the 5th Beast Kingdom, for the 6th Beast Kingdom that is 
based on Ten Kings does not emerge until the middle of the morning of the Day of the Lord.  Please make sure that you understand that the 
Glory of the Lord is the Promises that He has placed within His Words.  In Ezekiel 1:28 we are told that the rainbow is the likeness – the 
symbol – the Glory of the Lord.  The Father placed the Law of His rainbow on the earth so that it would speak to Him and remind Him of the 
Promises of His Truth – His Words – that He committed that He would not kill all men by a flood again.  Think about the rainbow representing 
the Glory of the Lord.  Its shape is the tip of a tongue that rises out of the earth and speaks outward to the Father to remind Him of His 
Promise.  The frequency spectrum of the rainbow is the range of all sounds.  It is symbol of all things in the entirety of the earth calling out 
to remind the Father of His Promise to the all earth. That should tell you that the Father looks first to for communications from the earth 
in the “sign language” of the Words of the Pure Language as they are known in the Kingdom of Heaven.  In Ezekiel 1:28 the prophet Ezekiel is 
telling us that the Way of this same language is kept at the Throne of God – and that the Father Himself is a doer of His Words.  Knowing 
this, we can see that this verse of Revelation 18:1 is reminding us that the Fall of Babylon will occur when He rises up to make known His 
Words, and when it is that He physically comes in His Glory – in His Words – and that means as the Spirit of Truth - to move physically upon 
the earth in the form of His Spirit of Truth.  This fall does not occur when He comes in His physically body, but long before that.  It will 
come when He rises to set apart the nations by whether or not they receive His Words when His Spirit moves.  If you think about this 
passage of Revelation 18:3-4 you see that this is revealing the moment when people must choose to come out of Babylon and be set apart in 
His nation, or whether they stay behind and remain walking in fornication with Satan.  This is talking about this very time we are now living.)  
2And he cried mightily with a loud voice, saying, "Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and has become a dwelling place of demons, a 
prison for every foul spirit, and a cage for every unclean and hated bird! (This verse confirms what is prophesied in Isaiah 21:3-12, that 
the Fall of Babylon – the harlots control over the Kings of the Earth – ends in the Evening of the Day of the Lord.  Though the harlot stays 
mounted upon the Beast, her authority over all the leaders begins to be blown apart by the smoke of her deceit being made known by the 
Sword of the Spirit of Truth of our God, as He begins to make known all of her sins.)  3For ALL THE NATIONS have drunk of the wine of 
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the wrath of her fornication, (The Lord is saying that EVERY NATION is walking in sin with the harlot of the 5th Beast Kingdom.  But, take 
notice that the wording is they have drank of the wrath of her sin.  That means that at the Time that the Lord rises up the nations WILL 
ALREADY HAVE BEEN deceived and manipulated and cheated by the harlot and the beast.) the kings of the earth HAVE COMMITTED 
fornication (They have entered into “Illegal Union” – Illegal Activities) with her, and the merchants of the earth have become rich 
through the abundance of her luxury.  4And I heard another voice from heaven saying, “Come out of her, My people, lest you share in 
her sins, and lest you receive of her plagues.”  (The Lord is saying come out or you will share in his sins.  This means that He will not hold 
you guiltless for not hearing His Words and believing in His instruction that in this very Day you are required to set yourself apart by Truth 
– and that includes by His Words and by upholding all Truth.  He is saying that in the Time that He rises up you are no longer to walk in the 
Way of this System that is based upon lies and deception and evil.  If you decide to continue to walk after the leaders of the nations and the 
harlot riding the beast – the One World Order - and if you continue to accept the World Financial System that is based on a false foundation 
and of deceit, then He is saying that you are guilty of their sins and you will share in His punishment for the blood of the innocent that this 
System has caused through murder, through the many killed by their deceit, and by the millions they have intentionally killed by wars 
contrived by their manipulation and their many deceits.   The Angel is also stating that it is decreed in the Word of God that these who 
refuse to come out from following after these leaders of the nations and from the One World order of the Harlot and the Beast – this 5th 
Beast Kingdom – that they are going to receive their share of His punishment of plagues that He is bringing upon all those who follow this 
System of deceit and evil.)  5FOR HER SINS HAVE REACHED TO HEAVEN, AND GOD HAS REMEMBERED HER INIQUITIES. 6Render 
to her just as she rendered to you, and repay her double according to her works; in the cup which she has mixed, mix double for her. 
(This is an important verse, for the Lord is saying the harlot has tediously prepared evil in her cup to use in deceiving His people, and it is 
against the Will and the Plan of God for man.  The Lord says that the plan that the leaders of the One World Order Economic System has 
contrived to do against His nations, that the Lord is going to do the same against them, but the Lord is going to bring it against them double.  
For example, the leaders of the One World Financial System have hoarded the gold and silver of the world and have used illegal taxes to 
bring the people of the nations into intentional bankruptcy through illegal discrimination.  They intend to bring the peoples into bonded 
slavery.  The Lord says that He is going to stop this action and that He is going to instead bring the leaders and the Great Merchants into 
bankruptcy.  This is also giving instructions to those who follow these leaders that the Lord is going to demand restitution from all these 
leaders and merchants because of the wealth that they have stolen from the peoples of the nations through taxes, illegal laws, illegal court 
decisions, illegal licensing of property, etc.  This would include the restitution for the corporations and businesses that they have 
manipulated and stolen from the peoples of the nations).  7IN THE MEASURE THAT SHE GLORIFIED HERSELF AND LIVED 
LUXURIOUSLY, IN THE SAME MEASURE GIVE HER TORMENT AND SORROW; FOR SHE SAYS IN HER HEART, 'I SIT AS 
QUEEN, AND AM NO WIDOW, AND WILL NOT SEE SORROW.' 8Therefore her plagues will come in one day--death and mourning 
and famine. And she will be utterly burned with fire, for strong is the Lord God who judges her.  9"THE KINGS OF THE EARTH WHO 
COMMITTED FORNICATION AND LIVED LUXURIOUSLY WITH HER WILL WEEP AND LAMENT FOR HER, WHEN THEY SEE THE 
SMOKE OF HER BURNING, 10STANDING AT A DISTANCE FOR FEAR OF HER TORMENT, SAYING, 'ALAS, ALAS, THAT GREAT 
CITY BABYLON, THAT MIGHTY CITY! FOR IN ONE HOUR YOUR JUDGMENT HAS COME.' (This reveals that the destruction of 
Babylon as a Kingdom will occur suddenly because the time of one hour means that it is within the 3.5 years in which the destruction event 
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begins.  Also, in Isaiah 21:1-12 it is revealed that the fall of Babylon will occur before the Midnight of the Day of the Lord.)  11"And the 
merchants of the earth will weep and mourn over her, for no one buys their merchandise anymore: 

 Zechariah 14:6-7 6It shall come to pass in that Day that there will be no Light; the glorious ones will diminish.  7It shall be one Day 
which is known to the Lord (The Father) – Neither day nor night.  But AT EVENING TIME IT SHALL HAPPEN THAT IT WILL BE 
LIGHT. 
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The following is repeated from yesterday for your remembrance of the Prophesy of the Times the Lord has given to us: 
 
The Lord has told us that the Midnight has come and that The Lord warned us that when we see these things of the Tribulation coming that we are 
to look up, for He told us to turn to Him and seek out Mount Zion and not the hills.  Consider the testimony of His coming in these following three 
Prophetic Warning verses. 
 Matthew 24:29-31 29"Immediately after the tribulation of those days the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give its light; the 

stars will fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken.  30Then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in heaven, and then 
all the tribes of the earth will mourn, and they will see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.  31And 
He will send His angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they will gather together His elect from the four winds, from one end of 
heaven to the other. 

 Mark 13:24-27 24"But in those days, after that tribulation, the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give its light; 25the stars of 
heaven will fall, and the powers in the heavens will be shaken.  26Then they will see the Son of Man coming in the clouds with great power 
and glory.  27And then He will send His angels, and gather together His elect from the four winds, from the farthest part of earth to the 
farthest part of heaven. 

 Luke 21:25-28 25"And there will be signs in the sun, in the moon, and in the stars; and on the earth distress of nations, with perplexity, 
the sea and the waves roaring; 26men's hearts failing them from fear and the expectation of those things which are coming on the earth, 
for the powers of the heavens will be shaken.  27Then they will see the Son of Man coming in a cloud with power and great glory.  28Now 
when these things begin to happen, look up and lift up your heads, because your redemption draws near." 

 
The explanation of the Great Tribulation by Jesus: 
 Matthew 24:15-28 15"Therefore when you see the 'abomination of desolation,' spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy 

place" (whoever reads, let him understand),  16"then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains.  17Let him who is on the housetop not 
go down to take anything out of his house.  18And let him who is in the field not go back to get his clothes.  19But woe to those who are 
pregnant and to those who are nursing babies in those days!  20AND PRAY THAT YOUR FLIGHT MAY NOT BE IN WINTER OR ON 
THE SABBATH.  21For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning of the world until this time, no, nor 
ever shall be.  22And unless those days were shortened, no flesh would be saved; but for the elect's sake those days will be shortened.  
23"Then if anyone says to you, 'Look, here is the Christ!' or 'There!' do not believe it.  24For false christs and false prophets will rise and 
show great signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect.  25See, I have told you beforehand.  26"Therefore if they say to you, 
'Look, He is in the desert!' do not go out; or 'Look, He is in the inner rooms!' do not believe it.  27For as the lightning comes from the east 
and flashes to the west, so also will the coming of the Son of Man be.  28For wherever the carcass is, there the eagles will be gathered 
together. 

 Mark 13:14-23 14"So when you see the 'abomination of desolation,' spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing where it ought not" (let the 
reader understand), "then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains.  15Let him who is on the housetop not go down into the house, 
nor enter to take anything out of his house.  16And let him who is in the field not go back to get his clothes.  17But woe to those who are 
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pregnant and to those who are nursing babies in those days!  18AND PRAY THAT YOUR FLIGHT MAY NOT BE IN WINTER.  19For in 
those days there will be tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning of the creation which God created until this time, nor ever 
shall be.  20And unless the Lord had shortened those days, no flesh would be saved; but for the elect's sake, whom He chose, He shortened 
the days.  21"Then if anyone says to you, 'Look, here is the Christ!' or, 'Look, He is there!' do not believe it.  22For false christs and false 
prophets will rise and show signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect.  23But take heed; see, I have told you all things 
beforehand. 

 Luke 21:20-24 20"But when you see Jerusalem surrounded by armies, then know that its desolation is near.  21Then let those who are in 
Judea flee to the mountains, let those who are in the midst of her depart, and let not those who are in the country enter her.  22FOR 
THESE ARE THE DAYS OF VENGEANCE, THAT ALL THINGS WHICH ARE WRITTEN MAY BE FULFILLED.  23But woe to those who 
are pregnant and to those who are nursing babies in those days! For there will be great distress in the land and wrath upon this people.  
24And THEY WILL FALL BY THE EDGE OF THE SWORD, AND BE LED AWAY CAPTIVE INTO ALL NATIONS.  And JERUSALEM 
WILL BE TRAMPLED BY GENTILES UNTIL THE TIMES OF THE GENTILES ARE FULFILLED. 

Take notice that the Lord called these as Days of His Vengeance, and thus we should take careful note of Hebrews 10:30-31. 
 Hebrews 10:24-31 24And let us consider one another in order to stir up LOVE and GOOD WORKS, 25not forsaking the assembling of 

ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, AND SO MUCH MORE AS YOU SEE THE DAY 
APPROACHING.. 26FOR IF WE SIN WILLFULLY AFTER WE HAVE RECEIVED THE KNOWLEDGE OF THE TRUTH, THERE NO 
LONGER REMAINS A SACRIFICE FOR SINS.  27but a certain fearful expectation of judgment, and fiery indignation, which will 
devour the adversaries. 28Anyone who has rejected Moses’ law dies without mercy on the testimony of two or three witnesses.  29Of how 
much worse punishment do you suppose, will he be thought worthy who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, counted the blood of the 
covenant by which he was sanctified a common thing, and insulted the Spirit of Grace? (Do not insult His Spirit of Grace by your taking His 
Vengeance into your heart.)  30FOR WE KNOW HIM WHO SAID “VENGEANCE IS MINE, I WILL REPAY,” SAYS THE LORD. AND AGAIN, 
“THE LORD WILL JUDGE HIS PEOPLE.”  31IT IS A FEARFUL THING TO FALL INTO THE HANDS OF THE LIVING GOD. 

 John 14:23-24 23“Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My Word; and the Father will love him, and We will 
come to him and make Our home with him.  24HE WHO DOES NOT LOVE ME DOES NOT KEEP MY WORDS; and the Word which you 
hear is not Mine but the Father’s who sent Me.” (Our job is to be doers of His Words, or He will not love us – and we will get His wrath.) 

 John 16:13 13“However, WHEN He, the Spirit of Truth, HAS COME, He will guide you into all Truth; for He will not speak on His 
own, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come.”
