The True message of Jonah is now made known: “He is coming to Execute His Judgment, and He is sending a Strong East Wind”! 
The Lord’s message for tonight’s Bible Study is more clarity of His message of John 15:6, tonight we will consider the East Wind and more 
things that make known that this is truly the Cry that is sent to awaken sleeping and nodding bride of Christ. 
 John 15:66IF ANYONE DOES NOT ABIDE IN ME, HE IS CAST OUT AS A BRANCH AND IS WITHERED; AND THEY GATHER 

THEM AND THROW THEM INTO THE FIRE, AND THEY ARE BURNED. 
 John 15:1-2 1I AM THE TRUE VINE, AND MY FATHER IS THE VINEDRESSER.  2EVERY BRANCH IN ME THAT DOES NOT 

BEAR FRUIT HE TAKES AWAY; AND EVERY BRANCH THAT BEARS FRUIT HE PRUNES, THAT IT MAY BEAR MORE FRUIT.   
Following was a Prophetic Word from yesterday: 

The Secret Place 
February 18, 2011 

The Lord says I am calling My people into the secret place. I am calling you in to a place of intimacy where you will experience new realms of My 
glory. As you come in to this place of rest you will develop the relationship with Me that you have longed for. This is the place where I will visit 
you. This is the place where you will receive visions and hear My voice. It is the place where My anointing is released and you will encounter Me 
in a new and fresh way. This is the place where revelation is deposited, My gifts are cultivated and My Word will come alive. This is the 
place that brings refreshing to your soul. It is a place where you can escape out of business and the distractions of the world. 
As you come to Me in this secret place release your cares, your burdens and anxieties. Release the fears and concerns of what your future 
holds. Come to Me asking for wisdom and direction for your life. Submit your requests to Me and make your dreams known to Me as you 
come before Me with your prayers and petitions. This place is the stairway to the next level. This is the place where you will find joy 
unspeakable and full of glory. This is the place that will bring peace to your heart and mind. All the turmoil that you have been experiencing will 
dissipate as you enter the secret place and take your mind off the natural realm, which is subject to change. As you enter this secret place you 
will find shalom even in times of distress because I Am present and My Shekinah Glory is in this secret place says the Lord. 
Psalm 91 
He that dwelleth in the secret place of the most High shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty. I will say of the Lord, He is my refuge and 
my fortress: my God; in him will I trust.  Surely He shall deliver thee from the snare of the fowler, and from the noisome pestilence. He 
shall cover thee with his feathers, and under His wings shalt thou trust: His truth shall be thy shield and buckler. Thou shalt not be 
afraid for the terror by night; nor for the arrow that flieth by day; Nor for the pestilence that walketh in darkness; nor for the 
destruction that wasteth at noonday. A thousand shall fall at thy side, and ten thousand at thy right hand; but it shall not come nigh 
thee. Only with thine eyes shalt thou behold and see the reward of the wicked. Because thou hast made the Lord, which is my refuge, even the 
most High, thy habitation; There shall no evil befall thee, neither shall any plague come nigh thy dwelling. For He shall give his angels charge 
over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways. They shall bear thee up in their hands, lest thou dash thy foot against a stone. Thou shalt tread upon the 
lion and adder: the young lion and the dragon shalt thou trample under feet. Because he hath set his love upon me, therefore will I deliver him: I 
will set him on high, because he hath known my name. He shall call upon me, and I will answer him: I will be with him in trouble; I will deliver him, 
and honour him. With long life will I satisfy him, and shew him My salvation. 
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The Way of the Lord never changes.  His troubles to try to get men to change their ways have always come by His East Wind.  I have explained 
that the “East” is the Name of the Lord’s Heaven.  The three Heavens under the Lord’s Heavens are called as the North, and the Walls of those 
Heavens are called as the North, but God’s Throne at the top of all Heavens is call the “East” (See chart on next page).  The world within the 
heavens is called as the North Country and the totality of the Heavens is called as His “Mount Zion”.  The Mount Zion in Israel is a symbol of 
His Mountain, similar to Mount Olives is symbolic of His entrance of His entrance into the City of Jerusalem. 
 Genesis 41:6 Then behold, seven thin heads, blighted by the east wind, sprang up after them. 
 Genesis 41:23 "Then behold, seven heads, withered, thin, and blighted by the east wind, sprang up after them. 
 Genesis 41:27 "And the seven thin and ugly cows which came up after them are seven years, and the seven empty heads blighted by the 

east wind are seven years of famine. 
 Exodus 10:13 So Moses stretched out his rod over the land of Egypt, and the LORD brought an east wind on the land all that day and 

all that night.  When it was morning, the east wind brought the locusts. 
 Exodus 14:21 Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea; and the LORD caused the sea to go back by a strong east wind all that 

night, and made the sea into dry land, and the waters were divided. 
 Job 15:2  "Should a wise man answer with empty knowledge, and fill himself with the east wind? 
 Job 27:21 The east wind carries him away, and he is gone; It sweeps him out of his place. 
 Job 38:24 By what way is light diffused, Or the east wind scattered over the earth? 
 Psalm 48:7 As when You break the ships of Tarshish With an east wind. 
 Psalm 78:26 He caused an east wind to blow in the heavens; And by His power He brought in the south wind. 
 Isaiah 27:8 In measure, by sending it away, You contended with it. He removes it by His rough wind In the day of the east wind. 
 Jeremiah 18:17 I will scatter them as with an east wind before the enemy; I will show them the back and not the face In the day of 

their calamity." 
 Ezekiel 17:10 Behold, it is planted, Will it thrive? Will it not utterly wither when the east wind touches it? It will wither in the garden 

terrace where it grew."'" 
 Ezekiel 19:12 But she was plucked up in fury, She was cast down to the ground, And the east wind dried her fruit. Her strong branches 

were broken and withered; The fire consumed them. 
 Ezekiel 27:26 Your oarsmen brought you into many waters, But the east wind broke you in the midst of the seas. 
 Hosea 12:1  "ephraim feeds on the wind, And pursues the east wind; He daily increases lies and desolation. Also they make a 

covenant with the Assyrians, And oil is carried to Egypt. 
 Hosea 13:15 Though he is fruitful among his brethren, An east wind shall come; The wind of the LORD shall come up from the 

wilderness. Then his spring shall become dry, And his fountain shall be dried up. He shall plunder the treasury of every desirable prize. 
 Jonah 4:8 And it happened, when the sun arose, that God prepared a vehement east wind; and the sun beat on Jonah's head, so that he 

grew faint. Then he wished death for himself, and said, "It is better for me to die than to live." 
 Habakkuk 1:9 "They all come for violence; Their faces are set like the east wind. They gather captives like sand. 
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 Psalm 2:9 YOU SHALL BREAK THEM WITH A ROD OF IRON; YOU SHALL DASH THEM TO PIECES LIKE A POTTER'S

 Revelation 2:27 'HE SHALL RULE THEM WITH A ROD OF IRON; THEY SHALL BE DASHED TO PIECES LIKE THE POTTER'S 

VESSELS' — AS I ALSO HAVE RECEIVED FROM MY FATHER; 
 John 9:39 39And Jesus said, “For judgment I have come into this world, that those who do not see may see, and that those who 

see may be made blind.” 
 Isaiah 29:16 Surely you have things turned around! Shall the potter be esteemed as the clay; For shall the thing made say of 

him who made it, "He did not make me"? Or shall the thing formed say of him who formed it, "He has no understanding"? 
 Romans 9:21 Does not the potter have power over the clay, from the same lump to make one vessel for honor and another for 

dishonor?

Everyone will seize the hand of his neighbor, and raise his hand against his neighbor's hand; 14Judah also will fight 
at Jerusalem.  And the wealth of all the surrounding nations shall be gathered together: Gold, silver, and apparel in great abundance.  
15Such also shall be the plague on the horse and the mule, on the camel and the donkey, and on all the cattle that will be in those camps.  
So shall this plague be.

The story of the promise to cut the wicked off physically: 
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 Job 18:1-21 1Then Bildad (Means “of an old friendship”) the Shuhite (Means “a Pit”) answered and said: 2"How long till you put an end 
to words?  Gain understanding, and afterward we will speak.  3Why are we counted as beasts, and regarded as stupid in your sight?  4You 
who tear yourself in anger, shall the earth be forsaken for you?  Or shall the rock be removed from its place?  5"THE LIGHT OF THE 
WICKED INDEED GOES OUT, AND THE FLAME OF HIS FIRE DOES NOT SHINE.  6The light is dark in his tent, and his lamp 
beside him is put out.  7The steps of his strength are shortened, and his own counsel casts him down.  8For he is cast into a net 
by his own feet, and he walks into a snare.  9The net takes him by the heel, and a snare lays hold of him.  (The devil has his heel.) 
10A noose is hidden for him on the ground, and a trap for him in the road.  11Terrors frighten him on every side, and drive him to 
his feet.  12His strength is starved, and destruction is ready at his side.  13It devours patches of his skin; the firstborn of death 
devours his limbs.  14He is uprooted from the shelter of his tent, and they parade him before the king of terrors.  15They dwell in 
his tent who are none of his; brimstone is scattered on his dwelling.  16HIS ROOTS ARE DRIED OUT BELOW, AND HIS 
BRANCH WITHERS ABOVE.  17The memory of him perishes from the earth, and he has no name among the renowned.  18HE IS 
DRIVEN FROM LIGHT INTO DARKNESS, AND CHASED OUT OF THE WORLD.  19He has neither son nor posterity among his 
people, nor any remaining in his dwellings.  20THOSE IN THE WEST ARE ASTONISHED AT HIS DAY, AS THOSE IN THE EAST 
ARE FRIGHTENED.  21Surely such are the dwellings of the wicked, and this is the place of him who does not know God." 

 Matthew 13:18-23 18"Therefore hear the parable of the Sower: 19When anyone hears the Word of the Kingdom, and does not 
understand it, then the wicked one comes and snatches away what was sown in his heart. This is he who received seed by the wayside.  
20But he who received the seed on stony places, this is he who hears the Word and immediately receives it with joy; 21yet he has no root 
in himself, but endures only for a while. FOR WHEN TRIBULATION OR PERSECUTION ARISES BECAUSE OF THE WORD, 
IMMEDIATELY HE STUMBLES.  22Now he who received seed among the thorns is he who hears the Word, and the cares of this 
world and the deceitfulness of riches choke the Word, and he becomes unfruitful.  23But he who received seed on the Good 
ground is he who hears the Word and understands it, who indeed bears fruit and produces: some a hundredfold, some sixty, 
some thirty." 

 Isaiah 40:10 Behold, the Lord GOD shall come with a strong hand, And His arm shall rule for Him; Behold, HIS REWARD IS WITH 
HIM, and His work before Him. 

 John 12:48 “HE WHO REJECTS ME, AND DOES NOT RECEIVE MY WORDS HAS THAT WHICH JUDGES HIM – the Word that 
I have spoken will judge him in the last day.”  (This is the same Judgment ruling as Paul reveals in Romans 2:2.) 

 Romans 2:2 BUT WE KNOW THAT THE JUDGMENT OF GOD IS ACCORDING TO TRUTH.  (His Word is Truth – John 17:17 and it 
is LAW – Psalm 119:142.) 

 1 Timothy 2:3-4 3For this is Good and acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, 4who desires all men to be saved and to come to 
the knowledge of the Truth. (Get Power!!) 

 2 Timothy 2:15 15BE DILIGENT TO PRESENT YOURSELF APPROVED TO GOD, A WORKER WHO DOES NOT NEED TO BE 
ASHAMED, RIGHTLY DIVIDING THE WORD OF TRUTH. (Are you able to discern His Words from other words in the Bible?) 

 Psalm 33:4 For the Word of the Lord is right, and all His Work is in Truth. 
 Psalm 119:142 Your law is Truth. (God’s Word is Law and His Word is the sum of all the Laws.)

 Psalm 119:160 The entirety of Your Word is Truth. (All His Words having His Pre-Ordained Promises within Them are Truth and 
they are Holy.) 

 Psalm 119:130 “The Entrance of His Words Gives Light, and Gives Understanding to the Simple.”  (We will have no Light in the 
coming Night of His Day unless we come and eat at His Table and allow His Wisdom to give us the food of His Instruction of His Words.) 

 Hosea 6:5-6 5Therefore I have hewn them by the prophets, I have slain them by the Words of My mouth; and your 
JUDGMENTS ARE LIKE LIGHT THAT GOES FORTH. 6For I DESIRE “GOOD DEEDS” AND NOT SACRIFICE, AND THE 
“KNOWLEDGE OF GOD” MORE THAN BURNT OFFERINGS.   

 Exodus 4:11 SO THE LORD SAID TO HIM, "WHO HAS MADE MAN'S MOUTH? OR WHO MAKES THE MUTE, THE DEAF, THE 
SEEING, OR THE BLIND? HAVE NOT I, THE LORD? 

This is the shock of the snare that is set in our road that we did not see.  The Father, the Word, and the Holy Spirit are One – 1 John 5:7.  The 
Father has put a snare in the road of all those of His church who were invited to come and eat the bread of instruction in the Kingdom of God, 
but they refused.  Because they did not hear, and because they would not seek the knowledge of His Truth – His 153 Holy Words and the 
Promises of Good Works that He put in Them, all the people on the face of the earth have been caught in the snare - the trap.  The snare is 
that He is going to punish them with a plague to their skin and their bones because they would not receive the knowledge of His Words that He 
sent His Son into the world to bear witness of, and to give His only Life so that He could purchase with His blood the authority to return and 
open to us His Words that wash us clean.  Because of our complacency He is going to bring forth the plague that will firstly punish the 
shepherds and then the flocks of His church who have rejected to receive the knowledge of His Truth.  He will also punish the leaders of the 
world (the 13 families - inclusive of the Pope and Black Pope) who took it on themselves to dictate the destruction of His Laws that He 
established for His flock of His churches.  That will include the Supreme Court Judges and all those involved with removing prayer from schools 
and His Laws from Government, especially in the USA, UK, and even in Israel. 
 Psalm 119:9 How can a young man cleanse his Way?  By taking heed according to Your Word. 
 Job 18:5-10 5"The light of the wicked indeed goes out, and the flame of his fire does not shine.  6The light is dark in his tent, and his 

lamp beside him is put out.  7The steps of his strength are shortened, and his own counsel casts him down.  8For he is cast into a net 
by his own feet, and he walks into a snare.  9The net takes him by the heel, and a snare lays hold of him.  10A noose is hidden for him 
on the ground, and a trap for him in the road 

 Psalm 119:105 Your Word is a lamp to my feet, and a Light to my path. (His Words purify and refine us.) 
 Psalm 119:130 The Entrance of Your Words Give Light; It (His Words) gives Understanding to the Simple. 
 Job 36:12 But if they obey not, they shall perish by the Sword (The Words of God that are Spirit and they are Life – John 6:63), 

and they shall die without knowledge. 
 Ephesians 6:17 And take the helmet of salvation, and the Sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God; 
 John 8:12 Most assuredly, I say to you, if anyone keeps My Word he shall never see Death. 

The Lord called those who did not understand the Ways of His Power that is found with the knowledge of His Truth – the Knowledge of His 
Words (Eccl. 8:4) as being chaff that is to be cast out with the tares to be burned with the other tares.  He says that the unwise will be 
numbered with the wicked.  The ones who refuse the Words of God will have the affliction of being killed by man in this the Time of Great 
Affliction.  He tells us in John 8:47 that those who refuse to hear His Words are not of God.  Since God is the Vinedresser, and since He cuts

off those who are not of His vine – those who would not receive His Words that His Son speaks and shows them – then they are not of Him, and 
that means that they will be of those branches that are cut off and caused to wither.  It is like when He cuts off the branch it loses the Water 
of the Spirit and it dries up.  Well, the Father is going to cause them to dry up and wither.  The Queen of England, clearly speaking on behalf of 
the 13 families and the Crowne Trust, spoke at the UN on July 6th, 2010, and proclaimed that she was proclaiming that it was time for them to 
bring forth their One World Order in order to save the planet.  That means it was inclusive of their evil plan for reducing the world population 
by more than 95%.  But, the Lord warned them in Isaiah 40 that they should not be so proud to trample upon His Law and upon His Covenant 
with the Heavens.  The Lord says that their “utopian tree”, their One World Order is finished and it rots before Him.  In Isaiah 40:24 He says 
that these nations will “wither” suddenly like grass.  He also says in  
 Isaiah 40:1-24 1“Comfort yes, comfort My people!"  Says your God.  2"Speak comfort to Jerusalem, and cry out to her, that her 

warfare is ended, that her iniquity is pardoned; for she has received from the LORD's hand double for all her sins."  3The voice of one 
crying in the wilderness: "Prepare the way of the LORD; make straight in the desert a highway for our God.  4Every valley shall be 
exalted and every mountain and hill brought low; the crooked places shall be made straight and the rough places smooth; 5THE GLORY 
OF THE LORD SHALL BE REVEALED, AND ALL FLESH SHALL SEE IT TOGETHER; FOR THE MOUTH OF THE LORD HAS 
SPOKEN."  6THE VOICE SAID, "CRY OUT!"  AND HE SAID, "WHAT SHALL I CRY?" "ALL FLESH IS GRASS, AND ALL ITS 
LOVELINESS IS LIKE THE FLOWER OF THE FIELD.  7THE GRASS WITHERS, THE FLOWER FADES, BECAUSE THE BREATH 
OF THE LORD BLOWS UPON IT; SURELY THE PEOPLE ARE GRASS.  8THE GRASS WITHERS, THE FLOWER FADES, BUT THE 
WORD OF OUR GOD STANDS FOREVER."  9O Zion, You who bring Good tidings, get up into the high mountain; O Jerusalem, you 
who bring Good tidings, lift up your voice with strength, lift it up, be not afraid; SAY TO THE CITIES OF JUDAH, "BEHOLD 
YOUR GOD!"  10Behold, the Lord GOD shall come with a strong hand, and His arm shall rule for Him; behold, His reward is with 
Him, and His work before Him.  11He will feed His flock like a shepherd; He will gather the lambs with His arm, and carry them 
in His bosom, and gently lead those who are with young. (The Lord tells us in Mt. 24 and Mk 13 that it is woe to those who are 
pregnant in this Day and it is woe to those who are nursing Babies because of the Tribulation – the plague of leprosy, but here the Lord 
says that if they come out and trust in Him, and are obedient to hear His Voice and follow Him, then He will cause them to be safe and 
He will be gentle with them.)   12Who has measured the waters in the hollow of His hand, measured heaven with a span and calculated the 
dust of the earth in a measure?  Weighed the mountains in scales and the hills in a balance?  13Who has directed the Spirit of the 
LORD, or as His counselor has taught Him?  14With whom did He take counsel, and who instructed Him, and taught Him in the path of 
justice?  Who taught Him knowledge, and showed Him the way of understanding?  15Behold, the nations are as a drop in a bucket, 
and are counted as the small dust on the scales; look, He lifts up the isles as a very little thing.  16And Lebanon (Symbolic of the 
North Country – that is meaning symbolic of the One Words Order that is the world army, for the North is the world that is located 
within the walls of the Firmament.  In Job 26:7 the Firmament is called as the North, and thus the world that is of course located 
within the Firmament, is called in the Bible as the North Country.), is not sufficient to burn, nor its beasts sufficient for a burnt 
offering.  17All nations before Him are as nothing, and they are counted by Him less than nothing and worthless.  18To whom then will you 
liken God?  Or what likeness will you compare to Him?  19The workman molds an image, the goldsmith overspreads it with gold, and the 
silversmith casts silver chains.  Whoever is too impoverished for such a contribution chooses a tree that will not rot; he seeks for 
himself a skillful workman to prepare a carved image that will not totter.  21Have you not known?  Have you not heard?  Has it not 
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been told you from the beginning?  Have you not understood from the foundations of the earth?  22It is He who sits above the 
circle of the earth, and its inhabitants are like grasshoppers, who stretches out the heavens like a curtain, and spreads them 
out like a tent to dwell in.  23HE BRINGS THE PRINCES TO NOTHING; HE MAKES THE JUDGES OF THE EARTH USELESS.  
24SCARCELY SHALL THEY BE PLANTED, SCARCELY SHALL THEY BE SOWN, SCARCELY SHALL THEIR STOCK TAKE ROOT IN 
THE EARTH, WHEN HE WILL ALSO BLOW ON THEM, AND THEY WILL WITHER, AND THE WHIRLWIND WILL TAKE THEM 
AWAY LIKE STUBBLE.  25"To whom then will you liken Me, or to whom shall I be equal?" says the Holy One.  26Lift up your eyes on high, 
and see Who has created these things, who brings out their host by number; He calls them all by name, by the greatness of His might 
and the strength of His power; not one is missing.  27Why do you say, O Jacob, and speak, O Israel: "My Way is hidden from the LORD, 
and my just claim is passed over by my God"?  28Have you not known?  Have you not heard?  The everlasting God, the LORD, the Creator 
of the ends of the earth, neither faints nor is weary.  His understanding is unsearchable.  29He gives power to the weak, and to those 
who have no might He increases strength.  30Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall, 31but 
those who wait on the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings like eagles, they shall run and not be 
weary, they shall walk and not faint. 

In Jeremiah 30:23-24 the Lord says that the destruction will be like a tempest that He casts down upon their heads. 
 Jeremiah 30:23-24 23Behold, the whirlwind of the LORD goes forth with fury, a continuing whirlwind (He says it is an East Wind – that 

means it is a Spirit that comes forth from Heaven, for His Heaven is also called the East.); it will fall violently on the head of the 
wicked.  24The fierce anger of the LORD will not return until He has done it, and until He has performed the intents of His heart.  In 
the latter days you will consider it. 

Jeremiah 23 also reveals that the punishment of His plague is coming upon those who have refused to rightly divide the Word of Truth because 
they prophesy, but they do not Prophesy what He said in His Pure Words, but rather they speak a prophesy with unclean lips – lips that are 
without the knowledge of His Truth.  He is angry with these prophets for the Word that He spoke is not helping His flock and therefore they 
have caused many to stumble in the Way of Truth. 
 Jeremiah 23:1-8 1"Woe to the shepherds who destroy and scatter the sheep of My pasture!" says the LORD.  2Therefore thus says 

the LORD God of Israel against the shepherds who feed My people: "You have scattered My flock, driven them away, and not attended 
to them. Behold, I will attend to you for the evil of your doings," says the LORD. 3"But I will gather the remnant of My flock out of all 
countries where I have driven them, and bring them back to their folds; and they shall be fruitful and increase.  4I will set up shepherds 
over them who will feed them; and they shall fear no more, nor be dismayed, nor shall they be lacking," says the LORD.  5"Behold, the 
days are coming," says the LORD, "That I will raise to David a Branch of righteousness; a King shall reign and prosper, and execute 
judgment and righteousness in the earth.  6In His days Judah will be saved, and Israel will dwell safely; now this is His name by which He 
will be called: THE LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS.  7"Therefore, behold, the days are coming," says the LORD, "that they shall no longer 
say, 'As the LORD lives who brought up the children of Israel from the land of Egypt,' 8but, 'As the LORD lives who brought up and led 
the descendants of the house of Israel from the north country and from all the countries where I had driven them.' And they shall 
dwell in their own land."   
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False Prophets and Empty Oracles  
 Jeremiah 23:9-15  9My heart within me is broken because of the prophets; all my bones shake.  I am like a drunken man, and like a man 

whom wine has overcome, because of the LORD, and because of His Holy Words.  10For the land is full of adulterers; for because of a 
curse the land mourns.  The pleasant places of the wilderness are dried up.  Their course of life is evil, and their might is not right.  
11"For both prophet and priest are profane; yes, in My house I have found their wickedness," says the LORD.  12"Therefore their way 
shall be to them like slippery ways; in the darkness they shall be driven on and fall in them; for I will bring disaster on them, the year of 
their punishment," says the LORD.  13"And I have seen folly in the prophets of Samaria: They prophesied by Baal and caused My people 
Israel to err.  14Also I have seen a horrible thing in the prophets of Jerusalem: They commit adultery and walk in lies; they also 
strengthen the hands of evildoers, so that no one turns back from his wickedness.  All of them are like Sodom to Me, and her 
inhabitants like Gomorrah.  15"Therefore thus says the LORD of hosts concerning the prophets: 'Behold, I will feed them with 
wormwood, and make them drink the water of gall; for from the prophets of Jerusalem profaneness has gone out into all the land.' " 

 Jeremiah 23:16-20  16Thus says the LORD of hosts: "Do not listen to the words of the prophets who prophesy to you.  They make you 
worthless; they speak a vision of their own heart, not from the mouth of the LORD.  17They continually say to those who despise Me, 
'The LORD has said, "You shall have peace"'; and to everyone who walks according to the dictates of his own heart, they say, 'No evil 
shall come upon you.'"  18For who has stood in the counsel of the LORD, and has perceived and heard His Word?  WHO HAS 
MARKED HIS WORD AND HEARD IT? (This means who has rightly divided the Word of Truth? This is as Paul warned us to do, and it 
is what Jesus warned the Pharisees and scribes, even of this day, about in John 8:42-43.)  19Behold, a whirlwind of the LORD has gone 
forth in fury— A violent whirlwind! (This is a Tempest – a destructive wind of the Spirit that brings forth His Plague.)  It will fall 
violently on the head of the wicked.  (He warns in Zech. 14:12 that it will be that they will have a sudden leprosy that will decay their 
eyes, swell their ears and cause their tongue to decay.)  20The anger of the LORD will not turn back until He has executed and 
performed the thoughts of His heart.  In the latter days you will understand it perfectly. 

 Jeremiah 23:21-20  21"I have not sent these prophets, yet they ran. I have not spoken to them, yet they prophesied.  22But if they had 
stood in My counsel, and had caused My people to hear My Words (If they had truly been in His counsel then since 2003 when the 
Father caused the knowledge of His Words to be received, they would have known of, and would have been able to discern His Times, 
for they are not hidden from the Almighty – Job 24:1, but they have not.  The End Time teachers are without understanding and His 
shepherds do not know the Power of God.  AS the Lord says in Mt. 7:21-23, that just because they prophesy in His Name, or even enable 
miracles in His Name, or even have cast out demons in His Name, does not at all mean that they know Him.  For they are Lawless because 
they would not receive the knowledge of His words and then would not even bend their knee in humbleness when His Holy Words were 
made known to them.  Instead they blasphemed His Name and called His Words as an abomination.  Now His wrath will come upon their 
heads unless they repent as zealously as the men of Nineveh.), then they would have turned them from their evil way and from the evil 
of their doings.  23"Am I a God near at hand," says the LORD, "And not a God afar off?  24Can anyone hide himself in secret places, so I 
shall not see him?" says the LORD (There is no place in the underground cities that the 13 families can hide from the face of the Lord, 
for He will send His plague on them even in sealed rooms.); "Do I not fill heaven and earth?" says the LORD.  25"I have heard what the 
prophets have said who prophesy lies in My name, saying, 'I have dreamed, I have dreamed!'  26How long will this be in the heart of the 
prophets who prophesy lies? Indeed they are prophets of the deceit of their own heart, 27who try to make My people forget My Name 
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by their dreams which everyone tells his neighbor, as their fathers forgot My name for Baal.  28"The prophet who has a dream, let him 
tell a dream; and he who has My Word, let him speak My Word faithfully.  What is the chaff to the wheat?" says the LORD.  (He is 
going to burn the chaff with the fire of His Words!!!!!) 29"Is not My Word like a fire?" says the LORD, "And like a hammer that breaks 
the rock in pieces?  30"Therefore behold, I am against the prophets," says the LORD, "who steal My Words every one from his neighbor. 
31Behold, I am against the prophets," says the LORD, "who use their tongues and say, 'He says.'  32Behold, I am against those who 
prophesy false dreams," says the LORD, "and tell them, and cause My people to err by their lies and by their recklessness. Yet I did not 
send them or command them; therefore they shall not profit this people at all," says the LORD.  33"So when these people or the prophet 
or the priest ask you, saying, 'What is the oracle of the LORD?' you shall then say to them, 'What oracle?' I will even forsake you," 
says the LORD.  34"And as for the prophet and the priest and the people who say, 'The oracle of the LORD!' I will even punish that man 
and his house.  35Thus every one of you shall say to his neighbor, and every one to his brother, 'What has the LORD answered?' and, 
'What has the LORD spoken?'  36And the oracle of the LORD you shall mention no more. For every man's word will be his oracle, for you 
have perverted the words of the living God, the LORD of hosts, our God.  37Thus you shall say to the prophet, 'What has the LORD 
answered you?' and, 'What has the LORD spoken?'  38But since you say, 'The oracle of the LORD!' therefore thus says the LORD: 
'Because you say this word, "The oracle of the LORD!" and I have sent to you, saying, "Do not say, 'The oracle of the LORD!'"  
39therefore behold, I, even I, will utterly forget you and forsake you, and the city that I gave you and your fathers, and will cast you out 
of My presence.  40And I will bring an everlasting reproach upon you, and a perpetual shame, which shall not be forgotten.' " 

 Daniel 12:9-10 9And He said, “Go your way, Daniel, for the Words are closed up and sealed till the Time of the End.  10Many shall 
be purified, made white, and refined, but the wicked shall do wickedly; and none of the wicked shall understand, BUT THE WISE 
SHALL UNDERSTAND.”   

I believe that the Lord is revealing that there are only ~30 days now left for His people to turn and come out of Babylon to receive honor, or 
the Lord is going to punish them and remake them in dishonor.  The people are not going to like the compelling event that the Lord is bringing 
upon the world.  Remember that since the 13th of February we have been making known the message that Bridegroom Comes as the Morning Star 
and as the rising of the Sun of Righteousness.  That would indicate a sudden coming of the plague by ~24th of March, for the Lord said that the 
only sign that we would have is the sign of the Prophet Jonah, and the Lord has been revealing in Prophetic Word after Prophetic Word, and 
from the Scriptures that the Time of Judgment has now come.  (See the following Presentation).

We made it clear that it was the Time that all people must come out and put on a Garment of Knowledge for He is coming to execute the 
Harvest Judgment, and His Winnowing Fan is with Him.  This message of the Lord’s execution of His Harvest Judgment on the house of God by 
His giving the wise His Gift of the Seal of Truth or by His giving the unwise punishment of the plague of leprosy is further is further the 
clarification of  

1 Peter 4:17-19 For the Time has come for judgment to begin at the house of God; and if it begins with us first, what will be the 
end of those who do not obey the Good News of God? 18Now "If the righteous one is scarcely saved, where will the ungodly and the 
sinner appear?"  19Therefore let those who suffer according to the will of God commit their souls to Him in doing good, as to a faithful 
Creator. 
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Matthew 25:31-34 31"When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the holy angels with Him then He will sit on the throne of 
His glory.  32All the nations will be gathered before Him, and He will separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides his 
sheep from the goats. 33And He will set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left.  34Then the King will say to those on His 
right hand, 'Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the Kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world. 
1 Peter 4:6 6FOR THIS REASON THE GOOD NEWS WAS PREACHED ALSO TO THOSE WHO ARE DEAD, THAT THEY MIGHT BE 
JUDGED ACCORDING TO MEN IN THE FLESH, BUT LIVE ACCORDING TO GOD IN THE SPIRIT. 

To begin with please understand that part of the promise of the Lord in the Day of our Judgment is that He is going to raise up and judge the 
people – the Harvest Judgment – and at that Judgment the wise will inherit the Seal of the Kingdom of God so that they can become purified, 
made white and refined so that they are spotless and ready for Him when He comes for them in the Rapture.  While at the same time the Lord 
is going to cast out the complacent with the wicked whom He has already issued His Judgment decree upon.  These complacent ones – the unwise 
virgins – and the wicked will them be withered and burned.  These – the unwise and the wicked – receive the curse of the plague of the Harvest 
Judgment.  That curse is the strong leprosy that comes down from the Father in Heaven and of which there is no earthly cure for it.  They will 
wither and after they have anguished for their sins, they will also die and go out into the prisons of God in the Abyss.  The Lord says in John 
15:6 that this is curse of all those who will not abide in Him, for they are all cast out as a branch and they will wither before they are thrown in 
the fire and burned.  The withering process is like a drying out of the Spirit – a famine of His Words. 

John 15:1-8 1"I am the true vine, and My Father is the vinedresser.  2Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit He takes away; and 
every branch that bears fruit He prunes, that it may bear more fruit.  3You are already clean because of the word which I have spoken to 
you. 4Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in Me.  
5"I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing.  6IF 
ANYONE DOES NOT ABIDE IN ME, HE IS CAST OUT AS A BRANCH AND IS WITHERED; AND THEY GATHER THEM AND 
THROW THEM INTO THE FIRE, AND THEY ARE BURNED.  7IF YOU ABIDE IN ME, AND MY WORDS ABIDE IN YOU, YOU WILL 
ASK WHAT YOU DESIRE, AND IT SHALL BE DONE FOR YOU.  8BY THIS MY FATHER IS GLORIFIED, THAT YOU BEAR MUCH 
FRUIT; SO YOU WILL BE MY DISCIPLES. 

Throughout the Bible the Lord has warned us that He is the Potter and we are the clay.  He has warned us to discern that He is our maker and 
that He is also our punisher.   

Psalm 2:9 You shall break them with a rod of iron; You shall dash them to pieces like a potter's vessel.'" 
Romans 9:21 Does not the potter have power over the clay, from the same lump to make one vessel for honor and another for dishonor? 
Revelation 2:27 'He shall rule them with a rod of iron; they shall be dashed to pieces like the potter's vessels' — as I also have received 
from My Father; 
Isaiah 29:16 Surely you have things turned around! Shall the potter be esteemed as the clay; For shall the thing made say of him who made 
it, "He did not make me"? Or shall the thing formed say of him who formed it, "He has no understanding"? 

We are told in Isaiah 52:10 and in Luke 3:6 that “All flesh” shall know the salvation of God.  In other words He is appearing to cause all flesh to 
know the plan of God for man.  This statement cannot be made true unless the Lord reforms the flesh of those who are rebellious to Him so 
that they come to understand that He is the God of gods, Lord of lords, and King of kings.   
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The Father has also sworn that in that way in which they did evil to His people, then likewise do double to the harlot of Babylon and to those 
who serve her.  Please remember that the Bible records that the Jewish Priests encouraged the Romans to deform the visage (The appearance) 
of Jesus more than any other man (Per Is. 52:14) (They tortured His body prior to the Cross with the whip and even through pulling out his 
beard from His face. As well as driving the thorns of briers into His head.).  What they did to His Son, the Father is going to do to the wicked 
and complacent of this Day of the Lord when it is given that upon them He shall bring forth the remembrance of the sins of their fathers, and 
that He will require His recompense on them.  In Hebrews 10:25-31 Paul records that it will accounted as terrible the punishment in this Day of 
the Lord for all those who have trampled upon the Spirit of Grace that Jesus purchased for us with the price of His blood. 
 Luke 3:1-6 1Now in the fifteenth year of the reign of Tiberius Caesar, Pontius Pilate being governor of Judea, Herod being tetrarch of 

Galilee, his brother Philip tetrarch of Iturea and the region of Trachonitis, and Lysanias tetrarch of Abilene, 2while Annas and Caiaphas 
were high priests, the word of God came to John the son of Zacharias in the wilderness.  3And he went into all the region around the 
Jordan, preaching a baptism of repentance for the remission of sins, 4as it is written in the book of the words of Isaiah the prophet, 
saying: "The voice of one crying in the wilderness: 'Prepare the way of the LORD; Make His paths straight.  5Every valley shall be filled 
and every mountain and hill brought low; the crooked places shall be made straight and the rough ways smooth; 6and all flesh shall see 
the salvation of God.' " 

In the Spring of 2008 the Lord had me to release the book about the warning of Gabriel in Daniel 8:26 wherein He said that the Vision of the 
Evening and the Morning are true.  He also had me to make known that He had raised me up from out of the world (The North – Job 26:7 
reveals to us that the walls of the Firmament is called the North, whereas the Heaven of the Lord is called the East, for Jesus is coming back 
from the Way of the East Ezek. 43:2.), and the Father caused me to seek out the Lord and to call upon His Name.  Yes, Jesus also came from 
out of the world and called upon the Name of the Father, and Isaiah 41:25 speaks of this as well; but, the Father always raises up one to make 
known the coming of the Lord.  In this Day He has raised me up and has given to me that message that is the preparation for the Appearing of 
the Lord in His Glory.  The Lord showed me that this message is made known in Isaiah 41:25, and you will see in that book from 2008 called 
“This Time of Gabriel’s Warning” that I revealed that calling the Lord had given to me and that He had me to make known.  Now this message 
that He gave me to bring forth for the Lord’s Appearing, as was foretold since I was 12 years old, it now made known.  It means that the eggs 
are hatched and the time is at hand for the appearing of the Lord.  It is now time for this message to be launched and taken to the world. 
 Isaiah 41:25 "I have raised up one from the north, And he shall come; from the rising of the sun he shall call on My Name; And 

he shall come against princes as though mortar, as the potter treads clay. 
Consider the greatness of the message as the Lord makes known in John 15.

Take your 
sandals off your feet, for the place where you stand is holy ground."  6Moreover He said, "I am the God of your father—the God of 
Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob."

8So I have come down to deliver them out of the hand of the Egyptians, and to bring them up from that land to a good and 
large land, to a land flowing with milk and honey, to the place of the Canaanites and the Hittites and the Amorites and the Perizzites and 
the Hivites and the Jebusites.  9Now therefore, behold, the cry of the children of Israel has come to Me, and I have also seen the 
oppression with which the Egyptians oppress them.  10Come now, therefore, and I will send you to Pharaoh that you may bring My people, 
the children of Israel, out of Egypt."  11But Moses said to God, "Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh, and that I should bring the 
children of Israel out of Egypt?"  12So He said, "I will certainly be with you. And this shall be a sign to you that I have sent you: 
When you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall serve God on this mountain."  13Then Moses said to God, "Indeed, when I 
come to the children of Israel and say to them, 'The God of your fathers has sent me to you,' and they say to me, 'What is His name?' 
what shall I say to them?"  14And God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM." And He said, "Thus you shall say to the children of 
Israel, 'I AM has sent me to you.'"  15Moreover God said to Moses, "Thus you shall say to the children of Israel: 'The LORD God of 
your fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you. This is My name forever, and this is My 
memorial to all generations.'  16Go and gather the elders of Israel together, and say to them, 'The LORD God of your fathers, the God 
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of Abraham, of Isaac, and of Jacob, appeared to me, saying, "I have surely visited you and seen what is done to you in Egypt; 17and I 
have said I will bring you up out of the affliction of Egypt to the land of the Canaanites and the Hittites and the Amorites and 
the Perizzites and the Hivites and the Jebusites, to a land flowing with milk and honey."'  18Then they will heed your voice; and 
you shall come, you and the elders of Israel, to the king of Egypt; and you shall say to him, 'The LORD God of the Hebrews 
has met with us; and now, please, let us go three days' journey into the wilderness, that we may sacrifice to the LORD our 
God.'  19BUT I AM SURE THAT THE KING OF EGYPT WILL NOT LET YOU GO, NO, NOT EVEN BY A MIGHTY HAND.  20SO I 
WILL STRETCH OUT MY HAND AND STRIKE EGYPT WITH ALL MY WONDERS WHICH I WILL DO IN ITS MIDST; AND

(The Lord is going to expose every 
secret thing that these wicked leaders of Satan’s kingdom have planned to bring forth.) 6They devise iniquities: “We have perfected a 
shrewd scheme."  Both the inward thought and the heart of man are deep.  7But God shall shoot at them with an arrow; SUDDENLY 
they shall be wounded.  8So He will make them stumble over their own tongue; all who see them shall flee away.  9All men shall 
fear, and shall declare the work of God; for they shall wisely consider His doing. (The people are going to be made afraid of what 
the Lord is going to do in these 55 days, for He is going to strike down the leaders of the One World Order by exposing the wickedness 
that they have planned with their own tongues.  The Lord says that in these days there is nothing secret that shall not be made known.) 
10The righteous shall be glad in the Lord, and trust in Him.  And all the upright in heart shall glory.  (Take notice that this is 
saying that all those who have an upright heart.  The upright heart is the one who is of the Kingdom of God, for only those who are able 
to be found worthy of Him and found worthy of receiving the gift of the Kingdom of God shall enter into the Kingdom of Heaven.  Only 
those in the Kingdom of Heaven will have an upright heart, for they shall “Stand” before the Lord.  But, all those who are sent into God’s 
prisons shall be cast down onto their bellies and chained hand and foot inside the body of a worm in His prisons.  In Job 41 the Lord says 
that the words (arrows) of the wicked shall have no effect on the Beasts that inhabit God’s prisons.  In other words the wicked will be 
punished and no amount of words that they speak to the beasts in God’s prisons will alter them from punishing the wicked.  Meanwhile, 
David is saying in verse 10 that the upright of heart – those who call on the Name of the Lord with His Pure Language, shall do that 
which brings Glory to the Lord.) 
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 John 9:4 “I MUST WORK THE WORKS OF HIM WHO SENT ME WHILE IT IS DAY: THE NIGHT IS COMING WHEN NO ONE 
CAN WORK.”  (THE LORD HAS SPOKEN AND IT IS TRUE!) 

 Isaiah 8:11-22 11For the Lord spoke thus to me with a strong hand, and instructed me that I should not walk in the way of this people, 
saying: 12"Do not say, 'A conspiracy, concerning all that this people call a conspiracy, nor be afraid of their threats, nor be troubled.  
13The Lord of hosts, Him you shall hallow; let Him be your fear, and let Him be your dread.  14HE WILL BE AS A SANCTUARY, BUT A 
STONE OF STUMBLING AND A ROCK OF OFFENSE TO BOTH THE HOUSES OF ISRAEL, AS A TRAP AND A SNARE TO THE 
INHABITANTS OF JERUSALEM.  15And many among them shall stumble; they shall fall and be broken, be snared and taken."  
(When the Lord is referring to Jerusalem, He is also referring to the Church in this Appointed Time of the Day of the Lord.  In 
Zechariah 14:1-2 the Lord reveals to us that many – 50% - of His people shall be taken away as captives in this Day and cast into bonded 
slavery.  He tells us in Jeremiah chapter 25 that He is going to send them away into captivity because they have refused to hear and to 
discern the Words of His Voice, and therefore, even though they have searched and searched the Scriptures, they never came into the 
knowledge of Truth and thus they were not able to find the Power of God that delivers them from slavery.  Make note that in the Sixth 
Seal Judgment that is made known in Revelation 6:12-16 - that is during the Time when the Rapture is at hand and has occurred, that 
the Lord says that there will be slaves left upon the earth.  Thus, there will be a Time prior to the Rapture when the Lord allows for 
many to be taken captive and placed into bonded slavery because they would not hear the Words of His Voice.  In Jeremiah 25:8 the 
Lord makes it perfectly clear that the reason that the Israelites were sent off to Babylon in slavery is because they would not receive 
the knowledge of His Words of His Voice and that they would not do the Ways of His Words as He commanded them to do.)  16Bind up 
the testimony, seal the law among my disciples (In Psalm 119:142 we are taught that the Law is the Words of God for David says His Law 
is Truth, and in John 17:17 we are taught that the Word of God is Truth.)  17And I will wait on the Lord, Who hides His face from the 
house of Jacob; and I will hope in Him.  18Here am I and the children whom the Lord has given me!  We are for signs and wonders in 
Israel from the Lord of hosts, Who dwells in Mount Zion.  19And when they say to you, "Seek those who are mediums and wizards, who 
whisper and mutter," should not a people seek their God? Should they seek the dead on behalf of the living?  20To the law and to the 
testimony! If they do not speak according to this word, it is because there is no light in them.  21They will pass through it hard-pressed 
and hungry; and it shall happen, when they are hungry, that they will be enraged and curse their king and their God, and look upward.  
22Then they will look to the earth, and see trouble and darkness (This Hebrew word for darkness is חֲשֵׁכָה (Strong’s #: H2825) and 
its meaning is “to not be able to divine” – in other words they will not be able to discern Truth.  This is in agreement with Daniel 12:10 
that reveals that the wicked shall in no ways be able to understand.), gloom  of anguish(This Hebrew word for gloom is מָעוּף (Strong’s 
#: H4588) and its meaning is “to have dimness” or “to be covered with a shade” – in other words they will have a shading upon them that 
will also cause great anguish.  This is compatible with being covered with leprosy that causes one to not have a skin that is covered with 
sores that are very hurtful, but also their eyes begin to decay and they are covered with a dimness of darkness.  The Hebrews word for 
anguish is צוֹק (Strong’s #:H6695) and besides meaning anguish, it also means to have “distress” or “constraint”.); and they will be 
driven into darkness (This Hebrew word for darkness is אֲפֵלָה (Strong’s #: H653) and its meaning is “to not be able to divine” – in other 
words they will not be able to discern Truth.  This is in agreement with Daniel 12:10 that reveals that the wicked shall in no ways be able 
to understand.) 
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The Great Tribulation where flesh shall not be saved except by the Lord.  The days are shortened. 
 Matthew 24:15-28 15"Therefore when you see the 'abomination of desolation,' spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy 

place" (whoever reads, let him understand),  16"then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains.  17Let him who is on the housetop 
not go down to take anything out of his house.  18And let him who is in the field not go back to get his clothes.  19But woe to those who 
are pregnant and to those who are nursing babies in those days!  20AND PRAY THAT YOUR FLIGHT MAY NOT BE IN WINTER 
OR ON THE SABBATH.  21For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning of the world until 
this time, no, nor ever shall be.  22And unless those days were shortened, NO FLESH WOULD BE SAVED; but for the elect's 
sake those days will be shortened.  23"Then if anyone says to you, 'Look, here is the Christ!' or 'There!' do not believe it.  24For false 
christs and false prophets will rise and show great signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect.

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 Daniel 7:9 "I watched till thrones were put in place, And the Ancient of Days was seated; His garment was white as snow, And the hair 
of His head was like pure wool. His throne was a fiery flame, Its wheels a burning fire; 

 Matthew 28:3 His countenance was like lightning, and his clothing as white as snow. 
 Revelation 1:14 His head and hair were white like wool, as white as snow, and His eyes like a flame of fire; 
 Mark 9:3 His clothes became shining, exceedingly white, like snow, such as no launderer on earth can whiten them. 
 Zechariah 14:1-11 1Behold, the day of the Lord is coming, and your spoil will be divided in your midst.  2For I WILL GATHER ALL THE 

NATIONS TO BATTLE AGAINST JERUSALEM; the city shall be taken, the houses rifled, and the women ravished.  Half of the city 
shall go into captivity, but the remnant of the people shall not be cut off from the city.  3Then the Lord will go forth and fight against 
those nations, as He fights in the day of battle.  4And in that Day His feet will stand on the Mount of Olives, which faces Jerusalem on 
the east.  And the Mount of Olives shall be split in two, from east to west, making a very large valley; half of the mountain shall move 
toward the north and half of it toward the south.  5Then you shall flee through My mountain valley, for the mountain valley shall reach to 
Azal (The meaning of Azal is “ noble”, “reserved”, “sealed as noble”, that it is “very near”, or it means “the Way of escape is near”.)  Yes, 
you shall flee as you fled from the earthquake in the days of Uzziah king of Judah (The name “Uzziah” is “God is Mighty”.)  Thus the 
Lord My God will come, and all the saints with You.  6It shall come to pass in that Day that there will be no light; the lights will diminish.  
7It shall be one day which is known to the Lord -- neither day nor night.  BUT AT EVENING TIME IT SHALL HAPPEN THAT IT 
WILL BE LIGHT.  8And in that day it shall be that living waters shall flow from Jerusalem, half of them toward the eastern sea and 
half of them toward the western sea; in both summer and winter it shall occur.  9And the Lord shall be King over all the earth.  In that 
day it shall be -- "The Lord is one," and His Name One.  10All the land shall be turned into a plain from Geba (The name Geba means “a 
hill”, or “a cup”) to Rimmon (The meaning of the name “Rimmon” is “exalted”, or “pomegranate”) south of Jerusalem.  Jerusalem shall be 
raised up and inhabited in her place from Benjamin's Gate (The meaning of the name “Benjamin” is “Son of my right hand”) to the place 
of the First Gate and the Corner Gate, and from the Tower of Hananel (The name “Hananel” means “God is Gracious”) to the king's 
winepresses.  11The people shall dwell in it; and no longer shall there be utter destruction, but Jerusalem shall be safely inhabited.  
12And this shall be the plague with which the LORD will strike all the people who fought against Jerusalem: Their flesh shall dissolve 
(This word means “decay”, “become dark”, or “be destroyed”) while they stand on their feet, their eyes shall dissolve (This word means 
“decay”, “become dark”, or “be destroyed”) in their sockets, and their tongues shall dissolve (This word means “decay”, “become dark”, or 
“be destroyed”) in their mouths.  13It shall come to pass in that day that a great panic from the LORD will be among them.  Everyone will 
seize the hand of his neighbor, and raise his hand against his neighbor's hand; 14Judah also will fight at Jerusalem.  And the wealth of 
all the surrounding nations shall be gathered together: Gold, silver, and apparel in great abundance.  15Such also shall be the plague on 
the horse and the mule, on the camel and the donkey, and on all the cattle that will be in those camps.  So shall this plague be.  16And it 
shall come to pass that everyone who is left of all the nations which came against Jerusalem shall go up from year to year to worship the 
King, the LORD of hosts, and to keep the Feast of Tabernacles.  17And it shall be that whichever of the families of the earth do not 
come up to Jerusalem to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, on them there will be no rain.

Everyone who sacrifices shall come and take them and cook in them. In that day there shall no longer be a Canaanite in the house of the 
LORD of hosts.

The Mystery of “Azal” and the “Uzziah Earthquake” 
The meaning of Azal has been a mystery for there is no 
record of such a location or site.  It was believed that it 
was location near to Jerusalem that is presently unknown. 
Strong’s Bible Dictionary lists the meaning of Azal as 
"proximity: such as “he has reserved”.  It also lists it as 
the same name as “Azel” who was a Benjamite descendant 
of King Saul and Jonathan.  Azel is said to have a meaning 
of "reserved". 
The name Azal seems to have a meaning of to be of 
“nobility”.  In this parable of Zechariah 14:5 it is 
referring to the “Elect” who have been reserved – set 
apart as holy through being “Sealed” by the Word of 
Truth, as in Ephesians 1:13-14.  The Lord is telling these 
people that they are to flee to the place where they will 
learn His Words. 
There is no evidence of an earthquake in the days of 
Uzziah.  It is believed there was one for it so states in 
the book of Amos.  But, this passage of Zech. 14 is also a 
parable, and what is clear is that everything changed the 
minute that King Uzziah was struck with leprosy by the 
Lord because of his pride and for transgressing His Law.  
This verse and other verses reveal to us that the Lord is 
going to strike the complacent and the wicked with an 
earthquake of leprosy. 
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Let us now consider the Earthquake of Rev. 6:12 and the curse of Malachi 3: 
 Revelation 6:12-16 12I LOOKED WHEN HE OPENED THE SIXTH SEAL, AND BEHOLD, THERE WAS A GREAT EARTHQUAKE 

(This seems to clearly be the Compelling Event); and the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, and the moon became like blood. 13And 
the stars of heaven fell to the earth, as a fig tree drops its late figs when it is shaken by a mighty wind. (This is like the Fig 
Tree that the Lord cursed when He came down Mt Olives on the way to the Temple in the City of Jerusalem.)  14Then the sky receded 
as a scroll when it is rolled up, and every mountain and island was moved out of its place.  15And the kings of the earth, the great men, 
the rich men, the commanders, the mighty men, every slave and every free man, hid themselves in the caves and in the rocks of the 
mountains, 16and said to the mountains and rocks, "Fall on us and hide us from the face of Him who sits on the throne and from the 
wrath of the Lamb! 17FOR THE GREAT DAY OF HIS WRATH HAS COME, AND WHO IS ABLE TO STAND?" 

 Malachi 3:1-12   1"Behold, I send My messenger, and he will prepare the way before Me.And the Lord, whom you seek, will suddenly 
come to His temple, even the Messenger of the covenant, in whom you delight.  Behold, He is coming," says the LORD of hosts.  2"But 
who can endure the Day of His coming?  And who can stand when He appears? (Revelation 6:12-16) For He is like a refiner's fire and 
like launderers' soap.  3He will sit as a refiner and a purifier of silver; He will purify the sons of Levi, and purge them as gold 
and silver, that they may offer to the LORD an offering in righteousness.  4"Then the offering of Judah and Jerusalem will be 
pleasant to the LORD, as in the days of old, as in former years.  5And I will come near you for judgment; I will be a swift witness 
against sorcerers, against adulterers, against perjurers, against those who exploit wage earners and widows and orphans, and 
against those who turn away an alien — because they do not fear Me,"  says the LORD of hosts.  6"For I am the LORD, I do not 
change; therefore you are not consumed, O sons of Jacob.  7Yet from the days of your fathers you have gone away from My ordinances 
and have not kept them.  Return to Me, and I will return to you," says the LORD of hosts.  "But you said, 'In what way shall we return?'  
8"Will a man rob God?  Yet you have robbed Me!  But you say, 'In what way have we robbed You?'  In tithes and offerings.  9YOU ARE 
CURSED WITH A CURSE, FOR YOU HAVE ROBBED ME, EVEN THIS WHOLE NATION.  10Bring all the tithes into the 
storehouse, that there may be food in My house, and try Me now in this," says the LORD of hosts, "If I will not open for you the 
windows of heaven and pour out for you such blessing that there will not be room enough to receive it.  11"And I will rebuke the devourer 
for your sakes, so that he will not destroy the fruit of your ground, nor shall the vine fail to bear fruit for you in the field," says the 
LORD of hosts; 12and all nations will call you blessed, for you will be a delightful land," says the LORD of hosts.   

 
 Jeremiah 51:6 6FLEE FROM THE MIDST OF BABYLON, AND EVERY ONE SAVE HIS LIFE!  DO NOT BE CUT OFF (This word 

actually means “to not be put to silence”.  Consider this verse with Revelation 18:4.) in her iniquity, (This is the same as Rev. 18:1-4). FOR 
THIS IS THE TIME OF THE LORD'S VENGEANCE (The Time of the Lord’s Vengeance is this time of the Day of the Lord as is 
foretold in Hebrews 10:25-31); He shall recompense her.

The Mystery of דָּמָם “be not cut off” 
The meaning of the Hebrew word “damam” is a verb that 
means to be silenced.  When we discern the meaning of 
Zech. 14:12 we can understand that it means to have 
their tongue silenced. 
1) to be silent, be still, wait, be dumb, grow dumb 
a) (Qal) 
1) to be silent 
2) to be still, die 
3) to be struck dumb 
b) (Niphal) to be silenced, be made silent, destroyed 
c) (Poal) to make quiet 
d) (Hiphil) to make silent (cause to die) 

The following are the uses of this word and the number 
of times it is used in the King James Versions: silence 6, 
still 6, silent 4, cut off 3, cut down 2, rest 2, cease 2, 
forbear 1, peace 1, quieted 1, tarry 1, wait 1 
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 Jeremiah 51:1-64 1Thus says the Lord: "Behold, I will raise up against Babylon, against those who dwell in Leb Kamai (The meaning of 
“Leb Kamai” is the “heart of my enemy”), a destroying wind.  2And I will send winnowers to Babylon, who shall winnow her and empty her 
land.  For in the Day of Doom they shall be against her all around. (The Day of Doom is the Day of the Lord that we are now living in.)  
3Against her let the archer bend his bow, and lift himself up against her in his armor.  (The Lord is telling us that the Way to overcome 
Babylon is by the Sword of the Knowledge of Truth, and that we are to put on the Full Armor of God that is given to us in Ephesians 6:10-
17.)  Do not spare her young men; utterly destroy all her army. (The Lord is saying that all those who are workers of the Babylonian 
System are to be destroyed if they do not turn, repent and come out of her before He begins His destruction of her – Rev. 18:3-4.)  4Thus 
the slain shall fall in the land of the Chaldeans, and those thrust through in her streets.  5For Israel is not forsaken, nor Judah, by his 
God, the Lord of hosts, though their land was filled with sin against the Holy One of Israel."  6Flee from the midst of Babylon, and every 
one save his life!  Do not be cut off in her iniquity, (This is the same as Rev. 18:1-4). FOR THIS IS THE TIME OF THE LORD'S 
VENGEANCE (The Time of the Lord’s Vengeance is this time of the Day of the Lord as is foretold in Hebrews 10:25-31); He shall 
recompense her.  7Babylon was a golden cup in the Lord's hand that made all the earth drunk.  The nations drank her wine; 
therefore the nations are deranged (Read Revelation 18 and you will see that this is the Babylon of that chapter.)  8Babylon has suddenly 
fallen and been destroyed.  Wail for her!  Take balm for her pain; perhaps she may be healed.  9We would have healed Babylon, but she is 
not healed.  Forsake her, and let us go everyone to his own country; for her judgment reaches to heaven and is lifted up to the skies. 
10The Lord has revealed our righteousness.  Come and let us declare in Zion the work of the Lord our God.  11MAKE THE ARROWS 
BRIGHT! GATHER THE SHIELDS!  THE LORD HAS RAISED UP THE SPIRIT OF THE KINGS OF THE MEDES.  (The Medes 
destroyed the leaders of Babylon for their pride and the way they deceived others.  Even their leadership was illegal for they connived to 
put one in power who was not of the legitimate line of rulers.  The Lord wants His people of this Day to destroy these leaders of Babylon 
for their sins are great against the citizens of the world and their intent is to contest against the Lord their maker.)  FOR HIS PLAN IS 
AGAINST BABYLON TO DESTROY IT, BECAUSE IT IS THE VENGEANCE OF THE LORD, THE VENGEANCE FOR HIS TEMPLE.  
(He will avenge all the Heavens that is His Tabernacle.) 

 
 Matthew 16:1-4 Then the Pharisees and Sadducees came, and testing Him asked that He would show them a sign from heaven.  He 

answered saying to them, “When it is evening you say, 'It will be fair weather today, for the sky is red and threatening.' 'Hypocrites! 
You know how to discern the face of the sky, but you cannot discern the signs of the times.  An wicked and adulterous generation 
seeks after a sign, AND NO SIGN SHALL BE GIVEN TO IT EXCEPT THE SIGN OF THE PROPHET JONAH.

44"Then they also will answer Him, saying, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry or thirsty or a stranger or 
naked or sick or in prison, and did not minister to You?' 45Then He will answer them, saying, 'Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch 
as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to Me.' 46And these will go away into everlasting punishment, 
but the righteous into eternal life."
